Course Description: This course is an overview of world prehistory. Since the majority of human existence occurred long before written records and historical documents were available, this course introduces students to the fundamentals of prehistoric archaeology. The course surveys human origins, investigates the emergence of domestication and agriculture, and explores the rise of settlements and civilization. A global perspective is taken in the study of the prehistoric human past.

Course Objectives: After successfully completing this course, you should be able to:
1.  Develop knowledge of fundamental principles and concepts of archaeology and prehistory.
2.  Develop knowledge of archaeological theories and research methods
3.  Describe and understand archaeological theories of early cultural development including the evolution of early civilizations worldwide
4.  Outline and describe the importance of specific archaeological research strategies including survey, excavation, data analysis and dating methods.
5.  Develop an understanding of ethical principles in archaeology (that is archaeologists are not only field archaeologists but caretakers of the past) and the importance of protecting and preserving archaeological remains.
6.  Identify the major trends in prehistory and their significance and compare the sequence and consequences of those major trends in several world regions.
7. Describe specific cultural and biological traits of humans in different environments and social contexts at different points in prehistory. 

Time Commitment: Traditional and Online Versions of Anth2201 – ANTH 2201  has the same expectations and covers the same material in both the traditional and online versions of the course.  Virtual interactions and/or in-person interactions are required as a component of the course. All standard rules of classroom decorum apply in all conversations. 
As per the Ohio Board of Regents requirements, you can expect to work the same number of hours per week on this class in both online and traditional versions of the course. 

Prerequisite: An introductory English composition course (placement into English 1100 by coursework or testing).

Required Text:  The Human Past Essentials by Chris Scare, W.W. Norton Publishing, 2021 First Edition (Text is available through the Columbus State Bookstore and through various resources online)

Late Policy Assignments
