What is anthropology, and how is it relevant to your everyday life? Cultural anthropologists, the primary concern of this course, focus on contemporary populations, their intricacies and sophistications. Questions relating to what it means to be a cultural being are at the forefront of socio-cultural anthropology. Through ethnographic writings (accounts written by anthropologists about other cultures), films, lectures and discussions, we will explore the various approaches used by anthropologists to understand the breadth of cultural diversity found in the world. We will focus on such topics as gender, kinship, social organization, social control, art and religious practice to further our understanding of both the world around us and ourselves.
We will look not only outside the community in which we live, but also at our own “home” to learn things we may have overlooked, or taken-for-granted, for our entire lives.

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Course Requirements and Grading:

You are encouraged, and required, to keep up with each week’s readings. We will engage in discussion each week about these readings, and you are expected to bring questions and personal experiences/insight to class. I WILL NOT lecture for the entire class time. While some amount of lecturing will be necessary, we will, on a regular basis, split up into smaller discussion sections to review and discuss material more thoroughly. You will be responsible for all readings, lectures and films on the tests. Your final course grade will be based on the following course assignments and tests, the formats of which will be announced as the due-date approaches:

Exams - You will have 2 exams over the material covered in class. Each exam will count for 75 points of your final grade (150 points total), and may not be made-up except in cases of extreme, documented illness or family emergency. Notice of absence must be provided to me via telephone or email prior to the exam being given. All make-up exams will be fill-in-the-blank and essay, not multiple choice. If you arrive late to class on the day of the exam you will only be able to take the exam if no one has finished and left the classroom.

InQuizitive – You are required to complete weekly InQuizitive exercises every week (specific due dates are listed on syllabus & Blackboard). Each exercise will count for 10 points of your final grade (140 points total). Late InQuizitive exercises will not be accepted.

Food Passport Project – 100 points of your grade will be based on your completion of a semester-long “fieldwork project” designed to introduce you to the diverse foodways of various ethnic groups living within your city. This project will be completed in stages, and have 4 different due dates. In addition to collecting data from four different fieldwork experiences (40 points), you will also be required to complete a written analysis (40 points) and classroom presentation (20 points). Late submissions will not be accepted. Due dates will be announced in class and via Blackboard.

Homework - 50 points of your grade will be based on take-home writing assignments. These assignments will be announced in-class, and you will be given at least 1 week to complete the work. All homework assignments must be typed, and contain a properly formatted bibliography. Completed homework is due at the beginning of the class period. Emailed assignments will not be accepted. No late homework will be accepted. Due dates will be announced in class and via Blackboard.

In-Class Assignments & Class Participation – 60 points of your grade will be based on in-class writing assignments and participation (including video worksheets and pop reading quizzes). The assignments will not be given prior to the class they are due in, but rather assigned and completed within the same course period. No make-up assignments will be given except in cases of extreme, documented illness or family emergency.
