DESCRIPTION OF COURSE
The contents include OSHA 10 and Passport 16 safety standards for general safety, aerial lift, man lift, and laser safety.  A qualification card is issued upon completion.

Upon completion of this course, the student will be able to:

Compile a list of OSHA regulations that apply to millwrights.

Generate a list of at least six items of personal protective equipment or clothing; Categorize them as generally protective or specifically needed for a particular millwright task or operation.

Compile a list of at least six hazard areas (falls, electrical, rigging, welding, lifting, confined space, etc.) related to millwrights, and Identify at least two specific hazards in each area.

Develop the elements of a safety program for the student’s organization; Identify opportunities to improve the organization's existing safety program.
