DESCRIPTION OF COURSE
The contents include an introduction to hand/power tool usage, safety standards, measuring and cutting operations, layout and installation of metal studs, drywall, and metal door frames/door hardware.  Also included is course work in EIFS systems. Stair framing, shaft walls, metal jamb and window frame, and insulation and sound control.

Create an example wall section, including a window or door, to Demonstrate competence in metal framing, drywall and insulation installation, and EIFS application.

Assignments due on a day the college is closed will be due the next scheduled class period. Students who miss a class because of weather-related problems when the class is held as scheduled are responsible for readings and other assignments as indicated in the syllabus. If a laboratory or an examination is missed, contact the faculty member as soon as possible to determine how to make up the missed exam or lab.
