COURSE: APPL 1260	Plumbing Codes I

CREDITS:  2	CLASS HOURS PER WEEK:  2                PREREQUISITES: None

DESCRIPTION OF COURSE:
This course will introduce learners to the Current Ohio Plumbing Code and the theories that lie at the foundation for these requirements.  Students will review the structure, format, and overall scheme of the Ohio Plumbing Code.  This course will expand upon proper plumbing terminologies, materials, and equipment installation requirements as detailed in Chapters 1-3.  This course will cover those codes pertaining to the repair and maintenance of plumbing systems and associated fixtures and appliances.
