COURSE: APPL 1465	Plumbing Practices II

CREDITS:  2	CLASS HOURS PER WEEK:  2		PREREQUISITES: None

DESCRIPTION OF COURSE:
This course will introduce learners to the next level of professional plumbing practices.  Students will use plumbing Math Formulas, drawings, and plumbing related equipment.  This course will continue to introduce and explain plumbing terminologies and practices employed for installing different plumbing systems and materials.  This course will expose students to plumbing’s methodologies and best practices for protecting public health and safety, while providing comfort.  Practicing the three phases of a plumbing project and implementing their procedures will give form and function to this course.

This course is restricted to students presently studying under the direction and oversight of an approved apprenticeship program, working in partnership with Columbus State Community College.

Attendance Policy

Columbus State Community College does not deduct from students’ grades for missing class periods. Because this course is a part of a registered apprenticeship program, attendance for a minimum number of hours per year is required by the Ohio State Apprenticeship Council and the US Department of Labor. [bookmark: inclement-weather]Inclement Weather or Other Emergencies 
In the event of severe weather or other emergencies that could force the college to close or to cancel classes, such information will be broadcast on radio stations and television stations. Assignments due on a day the college is closed will be due the next scheduled class period. If an examination is scheduled for a day the campus is closed, the examination will be given on the next class day. If a laboratory is scheduled on the day the campus is closed, it will be made up at the next scheduled laboratory class. If necessary, laboratory make-up may be held on a Saturday. Students who miss a class because of weather-related problems when the class is held as scheduled are responsible for readings and other assignments as indicated in the syllabus.
