DESCRIPTION OF COURSE
The contents include safety, tools, and equipment, ceiling components, job planning, installation of anchors and hanger wires, grid, wall molding and ceiling panels. Also included is acoustical ceiling tools, exposed grid, front line grid, concealed grid, stick up ceilings, suspended gypsum ceiling, rated ceilings and specialty ceilings.

Attendance Policy

In the event of severe weather or other emergencies that could force the college to close or to cancel classes, such information will be broadcast on radio stations and television stations. Assignments due on a day the college is closed will be due the next scheduled class period. If an examination is scheduled for a day the campus is closed, the examination will be given on the next class day. If a laboratory is scheduled on the day the campus is closed, it will be made up at the next scheduled laboratory class. If necessary, laboratory make-up may be held on a Saturday. Students who miss a class because of weather-related problems when the class is held as scheduled are responsible for readings and other assignments as indicated in the syllabus.
