DESCRIPTION OF COURSE
The contents include cabinet installation, roofing systems, door hardware certification and countertop installation.  Also included is basic door hardware, shelving and fixtures, store front trims and components, ADA-compliant access, and standing seam roofs.

Differentiate between hardware for wood doors and that for other door systems; Specify door hardware for an assigned door installation.

Generate a design for an assigned ADA-compliant access situation, including approaches, entry and exit devices.

Design and Construct an example installation to include cabinets, a countertop, shelving, and fixtures.

Summarize the requirements to be met by all roofing systems. Justify the installation of a standing seam roof for an assigned construction situation.
