DESCRIPTION OF COURSE
This course covers the study of standard features, procedures, tools, safety, inspection, and controls of dozers. Topics include attachments, terminology, inspection, and controls.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES
Upon completion of this course, the student will be able to:

Compile a list of at least ten safety issues regarding the operation of dozers and Relate each of them to an inspection procedure, if possible.    

Generate a list of at least five features for dozers, and Relate each one to the control that provides the feature; Produce a list of at least five standard attachments for dozers.

Operate at least two different dozers and complete at least two different tasks with each one to Demonstrate basic competence in cutting and filling and in executing standard maneuvers with dozers.
