COURSE DESCRIPTION: ARAB 1101 presents an introduction to the fundamentals of the Arabic language with practice in listening, reading, speaking and writing. Course includes studies in Arabic culture.

•	Master the Arabic alphabet and sound system, be able to distinguish and pronounce all Arabic sounds, and write accurately from dictation
•	Initiate social interactions, ask for basic information, introduce oneself and others, ask basic directions, and be aware of basic cultural aspects of social interaction in the Arab world
•	Be able to talk about and describe oneself, family, activities, and objects.  
•	Comprehend simple written texts and audio/video clips on familiar topics
•	Ask about personal information, professions, dates, school subjects, schedules, daily routines and time.
•	Write simple paragraphs about oneself and others; fill in forms with basic information about oneself.
•	Be familiar with some of the differences between formal and commonly spoken Arabic.
