DESCRIPTION OF COURSE
This course presents the fundamental elements of architecture, its development and its meaning to various cultures throughout western history. Architecture is viewed from the perspectives of the culture from which it sprang, form, function, interior and exterior space, technological development, and landscape.

To understand the primary developments of Western Architecture from the Stone Age through the 20th century… as products of their time, of the technology of their day, and the particular culture in which they were crafted. Buildings will be discussed with respect to form, style, interior and exterior space, symbolic meaning, structure, function, their long-term influences, and how they were reflections their cultures
