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ASL 1105: Advanced American Sign Language I


Credit Hours: 2
Class Hours per Week: 4

PREREQUISITE: ASL 1104 Intermediate ASL II
Requires - Program Admission Must be admitted into the IEP program.

COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course is a continuation of ASL 1104 Intermediate ASL II. Students continue to develop more complex elements of American Sign Language grammar and vocabulary in context through interactions, monologues, and presentations. ASL/English meaning equivalence is stressed. ASL production and comprehension skills continue to develop, with an emphasis on the production of more complex ASL linguistic features. Knowledge and application of cultural norms and values continue to develop. ASL is the language of instruction for this course. OUTCOME GOALS
At an advanced ASL level, students will be able to:
· Produce and comprehend complex conversations, narratives, and presentations
· Produce and comprehend linguistic features of complex classifiers and constructed action, adverbials, distributional verb modulation, and monitor prosody
· Talk about (ask and answer questions, create and comprehend dialogues) a variety of everyday topics including complaining, making suggestions, expressing feelings and opinions
· Produce and comprehend a variety of ASL sentence types including rhetorical questions, conditionals
· Produce and comprehend ASL time concepts appropriately including past, present, and future tense, durative aspect
· Produce and comprehend numbers, fingerspelling, loan signs, accurately
· Develop an awareness of Deaf culture and cultural norms, including participating in a Deaf Community Event and using conversational rules appropriately


COURSE TEXTBOOKS AND MATERIALS REQUIRED
GoReact, 2014, www.goreact.com
This course requires that all students purchase access to GoReact, a video assessment program. Students need to create an account. If you have questions, please contact your instructor.

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONAL METHODS
Classroom discussion, textbook, and assigned readings, videos, group work, online assignments

ASSESSMENT
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Columbus State Community College is committed to assessment (measurement) of student achievement of academic outcomes. This process addresses the issues of what you need to learn in your program of study and if you are learning what you need to learn. The assessment program at Columbus State has four specific and interrelated purposes:

BRIEF DESCRIPTIONS OF MAJOR ASSIGNMENTS:
Tests (45%):
Students will have a test of their skills periodically throughout the semester. These tests will assess both receptive and expressive abilities, as well as an understanding of cultural concepts presented. Students who diligently practice the course material should do well. As language learning depends on the understanding of previous concepts, the tests will be cumulative. More detailed information will follow these tests later in the semester. If you miss class on the day of a test, a makeup test will NOT be given.


FINAL (25%):
The test is given on the dates indicated on the schedule. Students will be evaluated on sign comprehension. If you miss class on the day of a final, a makeup test will not be given.

*** PASSING FINAL EXAMS:
Students MUST pass both portions (sign production and comprehension) of the final exams with a grade of (70%) C or higher in order to pass the exam as a whole. If the grade on one portion of the exam is less than (70%) C then the grade for the other portion of the exam will be reduced to a 69% (D) e.g., A student earns a 95% (A) on the sign production exam and a (69%) (D) on the comprehension exam; the sign production exam grade will be reduced to a 69% (D). Exam grades lower than 69% will not be raised to 69%.
Homework (5%): Homework and assignments are not busy work; they are carefully designed to correlate with topics and skills that are being presented in class. They should be your work, follow the guidelines/ instructions given, and show college-level thinking and presentation. ALL assignments will be collected at the beginning of class on the due date. Late work will NOT be accepted. Absence from class does not excuse a student from an assignment due date. If a student is absent, s/he should email the assignment to the instructor by the start of the class period. On the day that the student returns to class, s/he should give the instructor a hard copy of the assignment, WITH a printed copy of the email. Highlight the date and time that the email was sent and staple this page to the front of the assignment. Failure to do so will result in a zero for the homework assignment. If you are absent, it is your responsibility to check Blackboard or contact a classmate to see what work has been assigned.
Final Reflection (5%): You will reflect on your overall experience and growth in this class, including your experience in class, in the lab, and at ASL Immersion Events. Note: Part of this reflection requires your participation in at least TWO

ASL Immersion Events held this semester, where you will interact with members of the ASL/Deaf community. You will write a two- to three-page (typed) reflection and give a three-to-five-minute presentation in ASL at the end of the semester based upon your experiences and what you learned. More details about the requirements will be posted to Blackboard.

Quizzes (10%): Effective participation is very important in this class for you to develop language ability. The instructor will assign activities in the classroom. Each activity provides the students with opportunities to deepen their learning by applying comprehension and production in ASL. Many of these activities also provide the instructor feedback about the students’ learning. You will be graded on your willingness to participate. Quizzes are also part of interactive learning.

LAB INVOLVEMENT (10%): You must attend our ASL lab for a minimum of 14 sessions during the semester. The Lab Involvement form will be available on Blackboard. Hours in the lab must be spread across the semester. You may earn up to 7 sessions before the start of week 9 and up to 7 sessions before the final exam. Any sessions earned beyond seven during either half of the semester will not count.

INSTRUCTOR FEEDBACK
Instructors will make a reasonable attempt to provide feedback on student assignments and tests to students within one week of assignment submission/test completion. Instructors do not return graded assignments in a class when there are outstanding assignments pending submission.

INTERPRETER EDUCATION PROGRAM LANGUAGE PHILOSOPHY
Columbus State Community College's Interpreter Education Program is committed to an ASL/sign-centered philosophy. All IEP-focused interactions (including but not limited to IEP program meetings, IEP Advisory Board meetings, and IEP classroom and lab interactions) will maintain this commitment. When in the presence of people who use sign language as their primary form of communication during these interactions, all hearing IEP faculty and staff will use the language preferred by that person to communicate with one another. Students in the IEP program will make their best effort to do the same. If a non-signer is present during these interactions, an interpreter may be requested for that non-signer.
ASL COURSE LANGUAGE POLICY
Students will be introduced to a very rich visual language in ASL and will also be exposed to and educated in ASL/Deaf Culture. Henceforth, all students are to use ASL as much as possible in this course. Please remember to use facial expression, eyes, and hands in order to be visual when communicating! If inappropriate use of spoken language is apparent and excessive based on the instructor’s discretion, student/s may be asked to leave for the remainder of the class.

ATTENDANCE
Attendance is critical to the educational experience in the classroom as well as your success in ASL. Students are encouraged to be on time and stay for the entire class. Learning ASL requires active engagement with the language in a classroom or real-world environment. If there is an emergency and a student cannot attend class, they should let the instructor know via email prior to the absence. It is the student’s responsibility to contact a classmate to find out about missed work. It is also a good idea to check the Blackboard. Remember that there are no make-up tests, quizzes, or finals.


AUDIO AND VIDEO RECORDING
Audio-and videorecording, transmission, or distribution of class content (e.g., lectures, discussions, demonstrations, etc.) is strictly prohibited unless the course instructor has provided written permission via the syllabus or a signed form.
Authorization to record extends solely to students in that particular course. Transmitting, sharing, or distributing course content onto public, commercial, or social media sites is strictly prohibited.

RELIGIOUS ACCOMMODATIONS
