DESCRIPTION OF COURSE 
The course examines concepts of quantitative and qualitative research and analyzes evidence to impact and improve patient care. Emphasis is placed on methodological foundations and the appraisal, critique, and evaluation of research as it relates to the nursing profession.

Discussion Board Instructions: 

This course has weekly discussion board activities that are integral to learning activities. Weekly discussion boards are formative assessments that vary by topic but consistently promote evidence-based thinking, application of leadership and policy to person-centered care, interprofessional collaboration, and the values of collaboration, accountability, and advocacy. Students are to follow the instructions outlined below: 
· Initial responses should: 
· Contain 350-500 words.
· Posted by Wednesday at 2359 EST each week (Tuesday week 8).
· Include supporting evidence from one (10 of the lesson/assigned readings and one (1) outside source. 
· Two (2) peer responses: 
· Contain a minimum of 150 words.
· Posted by Sunday at 2359 EST each week (excluding week 8)
· One (1) of the responses may be a follow up to an instructor question/interaction.
· Include one (1) supporting evidence source for peer/instructor responses. 
· Students must publish posts on two (2) separate days each week. 
· All supporting evidence should be formatted per the 7th ed. APA publication manual (citations and references must be included).

 Critique of a Research Paper Instructions:

This summative assessment is designed to evaluate your understanding, application, and integration of key course concepts. It reflects your ability to demonstrate clinical reasoning, evidence-based decision-making, apply theoretical knowledge to nursing practice, and meet course and program learning outcomes. It is your opportunity to show what you’ve learned and how you can apply it in real-world nursing scenarios. The critique of a research paper will be developed from the student finding a research article on a topic of interest in their practice setting or ADN clinical if not currently employed. The assignment must include the following:
· A title page in APA 7th ed. format.
· Choose a research paper (not a review article or literature review) with a publication date within five (5) years or less
· Components of the critique must address the purpose of the article, research method(s) used, participants, model to change practice, data collection, study findings, limitations, and impact on future practice.
· Address one (1) component of the study (sample size, model to change practice, research method, data collection, etc.) that you think could have been improved on or changed and how you would improve it.
· Utilization of the textbook as well as two outside references with a publication date of five (5) years or less.
· Writing is to be grammatically correct and without spelling errors.
· The reference page is to include APA 7th ed. style formatting.
· Submission by the due date/time.
· Adheres to the assignment rubric.
