DESCRIPTION OF COURSE 
[bookmark: _Hlk118713338]The course explores innovations in health and health care, including strategies and interventions to reduce disparities and inequities in healthcare. Emphasis is placed on identifying trends of interest and how they affect the practice of nursing. A variety of nursing considerations which are impacted by these trends will be explored.

· Posted by Sunday at 2359 EST each week (excluding week 8)
· One (1) of the responses may be a follow up to an instructor question/interaction.
· Include one (1) supporting evidence source for peer/instructor responses. 
· Students must publish posts on two (2) separate days each week. 
· All supporting evidence should be formatted per the 7th ed. APA publication manual (citations and references must be included).

· Description and overview of the trend.
· Description of the specific technology used to support the trend and how they are associated.

Create an educational briefing that includes: 
1. Title and Introduction: 
· Craft an engaging title and introduction that captures readers’ attention and introduces the technology and trend.
2. Content Sections: 
· Overview of the Emerging Trend and Technology: Provide a brief yet comprehensive description of the emerging trend and technology, including how they work together.
· Evaluation Ratings: Present your evaluation points and overall rating of your chosen technology using the digital representation you created (from Assignment #2). Explain each rating in a clear and concise manner in relation to the nurse’s role in your practice area.
· Key Takeaways: Highlight the main insights and implications of the technology and emerging trend based on your evaluation. Consider the following elements: politics, economics, quality healthcare, safe practice, and nursing care models when discussing insights.
· Overall Recommendation: Offer a well-supported recommendation on the technology and emerging trend, considering the potential impact and prospects.
3. Visuals and Media: 
· Incorporate relevant visuals, such as images, infographics, or video clips, to enhance the educational briefing and illustrate key points.
4. Resources: 
· Use at least three reputable sources to support your evaluation and provide links or citations within the briefing. Resources can be recycled from Project Part 1 and 2.
· Use your Brief Overview from Project Part 1 to help you write the briefing. Use writing and ideas from it to help shape your briefing.
· Use APA format.
5. Publishing and Interaction: 
· Post in the discussion board labeled “Education Bulletin Board” where classmates can read each other’s work.
