DESCRIPTION OF COURSE
This course introduces the students to materials covering the expanding concerns of construction safety and loss prevention. Students will learn to identify work hazards and unsafe practices, and to utilize supervisory safety and loss prevention techniques to minimize loss in productivity and resources. Students will also learn how to prepare a safety and loss prevention plan of action, as well as ways to promote an ethical and pro-active safety culture in the construction workplace.

By the end of this course, the student should be able to:
(1) Explain and develop the qualities needed to be an ethical and professional advocate and practitioner of construction safety and loss prevention.
(2) Identify and begin to apply the “tool box” of safety and loss prevention such as safety programs, documentation, equipment usage, site safety, and training.
(3) Develop individually and with colleagues skills to conduct interviews and prepare individual and team presentations in the field of construction safety and loss prevention.

[bookmark: COURSE_MATERIALS_REQUIRED]COURSE MATERIALS REQUIRED
The student shall assemble a Safety Portfolio during the course which will include: an index, tabbed section dividers, Safety Philosophy, Safety Self-Assessment, course exercises, course materials, quizzes and projects/presentations. The purpose is to create an organized reference the student can use during the course for discussion and testing, and after the course as a reference. The student will provide a 3- hole D-ring framed view binder for the assembled materials. Guidelines for the Safety Portfolio will be provided. Also, you will be interviewing a person in the construction safety and loss prevention field, and preparing a presentation, so you may become familiar with the needs and characteristics of construction safety and loss prevention leaders. You will form a safety and loss prevention “team” with 1-2 of your fellow students. Your team will research building codes, safety, and loss prevention issues in preparation for a field exercise on campus. Your team will present a report to the class on your findings. Separate handouts will provide additional information on these assignments.
