SYLLABUS
Course Description

This course is an intense study of building documents, construction materials and methods, and the sales and marketing of construction management services as they apply to sustainable building of various types of new construction and existing facilities. Prior course work (ENVR 282) and/or field experience is essential, as this course will not be a review of conventional documents, methods, and estimating concepts.

ENVR 282 or instructor permission

Course Objectives
Students successfully completing this course will understand the effects of sustainable building on construction drawings, specifications, documents, contract requirements, codes and regulations, materials selection, construction methods, estimating procedures, and sales and marketing techniques for new construction, renovations and additions.
