Learn the most important topics of HTML, include creating an HTML document; viewing an HTML file in a Web browser; working with text tag elements; inserting special characters, lines, and graphics; creating hypertext links; working with color and images; creating text and graphical tables; using tables to enhance page design; creating and working with frames; and, controlling the behavior of hyperlinks on a page with frames.
