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DESCRIPTION OF COURSE: This course presents an overview of high-quality caregiving for infants and toddlers in group settings. Through exploration and discussion participants explore developmentally appropriate practices when working with infants and toddlers and their families. Developmentally appropriate programming for infants and toddlers is emphasized across developmental areas through key aspects of curriculum such as, care-giving routines, the importance of high-quality environments that support development, experiences that focus on language and literacy, family engagement, advocacy, positive guidance, and professionalism. These are discussed as they relate to required standards and the care of infants and toddlers. The role of staff and parent relationships is explored. The implementation of Ohio's Rules for Licensed Child Care Centers and the implementation of Ohio's Early Learning and Development Standards are also addressed.

· Describe and compare quality standards for group care and education of infants and toddlers and the role of teachers in curriculum planning
· Plan developmentally appropriate activities for infants and toddlers using Ohio’s Early Learning and Development Standards
· Describe and demonstrate appropriate interactions to encourage language and literacy development
· Explain appropriate guidance techniques for infants and toddlers taking into consideration temperament, attachment, and emotions
· Describe resources related to infants and toddlers that are available to parents and teachers

· Explain how family, culture, brain development, and community shape young children’s development across the domains; and apply this knowledge to make evidence-based decisions about supporting children’s learning and growth, recognizing each child as an individual with unique needs.
· Describe the importance and process of observing and assessing young children; and use observation and assessment in ways that are ethically grounded, developmentally appropriate, and family-inclusive to plan learning experiences that meet each child’s needs.
· Describe and demonstrate positive, caring, supportive relationships and interactions as the foundation for their work with young children, focusing on developmentally appropriate, anti-bias, and evidence-based teaching approaches, including play-based experiences and positive guidance techniques.  
· Apply knowledge of each academic content area to design engaging, age-appropriate lessons that support children’s development and learning; and utilize early learning standards, IEPs, IFSPs, and reflection to ensure that learning is stimulating, challenging, and meaningful to each child.

INSTRUCTOR FEEDBACK:
The instructor will make a reasonable attempt to have feedback on student assignments and tests to students within one week of assignment submission/test completion.


KNOWLEDGE CHECKS:
Knowledge checks are one way an instructor can assess learning. Knowledge checks may assess your understanding of information from previous classes, readings, or activities. Knowledge checks may be in the form of reflections, quizzes, small group responses, or entrance/exit slips. They are intended to be low-stakes assessments that encourage students to stay current with their readings, remain well-engaged with in-class and/or web content, and participate in activities while allowing the instructor to gain a snapshot of how well an individual student and class as a whole are understanding the curriculum. They may make up to 10% of your grade and are not able to be made-up if missed.

STUDENT EXPECTATIONS:
