 DESCRIPTION OF COURSE:  This course is designed to introduce students to teaching of phonics and grammar in the context of reading, writing, and spelling. Students will learn basic terminology, will apply this terminology to instruction, and will develop an understanding of and an appreciation for the structure and function of language elements.  Students will also learn how to assess and teach phonics in the context of a comprehensive literacy program.
