COURSE DESCRIPTION:
This course will focus on integrating the arts (music, dance, creative movement, poetry, story-telling, and drama) into all curriculum areas.  Students will be actively involved in planning and sharing developmentally appropriate activities. Emphasis will be placed on the importance of the arts in the lives of young children.

Because the penalty is severe, ranging from a zero for the assignments to a failing grade for the course to academic dismissal, all students should avoid the slightest hint that they have used borrowed material without giving complete and accurately cited credit.
