COURSE DESCRIPTION
Econ 1110 is an introductory course in economic terms and reasoning, with applications to contemporary social issues and current events. You will be learning some basic micro- and macroeconomic terms and concepts with an eye to using them to engage in meaningful discussions of today's economic and social issues. This survey course does not delve as
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deeply into economic constructs and modeling as do the Principles of Microeconomics (ECON 2200) or Principles of Macroeconomics (ECON 2201) courses.

The Ohio Board of Regents classifies class credit according to the preparation time required by students. This is a 3-credit course. It is anticipated that a student in Econ 1110 will dedicate 9 hours per week to this course.
Do keep in mind that Internet Econ 1110 is not a "quickie" version of the Columbus State Intro to Econ course. Distance learning offers an alternate learning vehicle, but course requirements and standards are the same for online and in-class students.

1) a foundation exam (everyone takes);

2) AND your choice (Unit 1: Exam A or B; Unit 2: Exam C or D; Unit 3: Exam E or F) of one of the two grouping exams (depends upon which group of applied chapters you choose to read).

You must read the foundation chapters in each unit. There are also TWO group exams in each unit. After completing the foundation chapters in a unit, you MUST CHOOSE ONE GROUP to study. You have a choice.
After reading the GROUP you have chosen there is an exam on that group as well. A file in the COURSE INFORMATION BUTTON has the CALENDAR DUE DATES to find deadline dates (last date available and you can take it any time prior to the deadline) for the current semester.

Exams are found by clicking on the EXAM button. You may only open an exam ONCE. Be sure you have a solid connection and hit submit after completing the exam. You may NOT SAVE or re-enter an exam. There are several bonus questions on each exam (you will see more points available than what you are graded out of…hence it is possible to receive over 100%).

LearnSmart’s
Each chapter you read has a LearnSmart you will need to complete. Each LearnSmart will take you 10-25 minutes to complete. You will read 27 chapters in this course (15 from the foundations and your choice of 12 by choosing between each group). Each is worth 10 points from completion by their respective deadlines. You may only complete 27 LearnSmart’s and the points from learn smarts are capped at 270  points.

When you get to the GROUPS choose one, say A or B , and do those 4 LearnSmarts…. 40 points, BUT realize that the Group NOT Chosen will have 0s as scores. Do NOT worry they do NOT impact your grade…they are fillers.


Application Based Activities (ABA)

Each of the foundation units have a number of ABAs. These are a running conversation that applies the content. You are to read the conversation the data presented and answer the questions posed within the conversation.
There are multiple choice questions as well as numeric questions so have a calculator handy. You may access these twice. Each is valued up to 20 points. We will keep your best 15 (that is we drop the lowest 5). These are estimated to take 15-20 minutes each.
