DESCRIPTION OF COURSE
This course provides those entering the teaching profession with an understanding of how to effectively enhance modern education with various types of technology. Students will explore the benefits and challenges of using technology and develop the skills to choose and implement technologies that will improve learner understanding and retention. Teaching and learning topics include basic hardware configurations and troubleshooting, operating systems, file types, spreadsheets, presentation software, databases, word processing, audio-visual technologies, and online and distance-learning technologies. Students will be able to find reliable educational resources online and to understand intellectual property and copyright laws.
COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES
Students will develop:
1. Basic technological competencies through effective use of multiple operating systems.
2. An understanding of productivity and utility software capabilities and be able to use a variety of applications.
3. An understanding how to use existing and emergent educational technologies in achieving curricular goals including classroom management, curriculum design, and instructional strategies.
4. An understanding of copyright law, use of copyrighted materials, software licensing, and other ethical issues.
5. The ability to align curricular goals, instructional objectives, and the capabilities of electronic media through the principles of effective visual design, specification of clear instructional objectives and the production of electronic media in various digital and non-digital formats.
