DESCRIPTION OF COURSE
This course covers all the knowledge and skills required for the state certification examination for Emergency Medical Technician (EMT). This course includes a minimum of 36 clock hours of clinical experience.
COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES
Upon successful completion of the course the student will have developed the skills, knowledge and professional behavior required to function and provide care as an Ohio certified EMT.

NOTE ABOUT SYLLABUS VS. CSCC EMT STUDENT HANDBOOK
EMS 1860 is a unique course. As this is a course that leads to Ohio EMT certification, the EMS education program complies with various guidelines set forth by the Ohio Board of Emergency Medical, Fire and Transportation Services. There are two additional documents that provide detailed information to EMS 1860: CSCC EMT Student Handbook and CSCC EMT Student Clinical Guide. Much of the information typically found in syllabi in other CSCC courses is found in these other documents for the sake of keeping important details in more comprehensive resources. Both documents are available in the Course Information section of Blackboard. Please review them and prepare any questions you may have for the first meeting of the course.

Clinical affiliation agreements with clinical sites require that students have acceptable background check & drug screen results before participating in clinical activities (see Columbus State Community College Background Check and Drug Screening Guidelines). Students who have not followed the directions provided before the beginning of the term and have NOT completed fingerprinting and drug screening by the first day of the course must obtain the “how-to” directions handout from the course Instructor on day 1 of the course. The process MUST begin IMMEDIATELY, as fingerprint results can take 30 days or more in some cases for a completed report. If the EMS Program Director cannot access completed fingerprint & drug screen results for any student at least 48 hours prior to the FIRST DAY of the scheduled hospital clinical experience, that student will be ineligible to complete EMS 1860 course requirements necessary to be successful in this course.

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONAL METHODS
Teaching and learning methods in this course may include, but are not limited to, assigned readings, presentations, discussion, critical thinking exercises, practical skill labs, and online activities/assignments. Students are provided a chance to apply the learning and further develop EMT knowledge and skills in facility and field clinical settings.

STANDARDS AND METHODS FOR EVALUATION
EMT students complete quizzes, online lessons, practice tests and summative exams for grades included in the calculation below. Students will also be trained and evaluated on EMT skills and behavior.

EMT Skills and Behavior: Students will be trained to perform all EMT skills included in the Ohio EMT Scope of Practice as per Ohio Administrative Code 4765-15-04. Students will be expected to perform these skills to a level of minimum competency periodically throughout the course, as noted on the course calendar, at midpoint in the semester, and at the end of the course in a formal CSCC EMT program practical examination. Students will be provided with criteria of competency benchmarks as the skills are presented in the classroom. Lab skills are practiced throughout the entire course. Skill competency verifications are pass/fail.
Skills and behavior are also evaluated during clinical shifts in facilities and on EMS vehicles. Criteria for success are explained in the CSCC EMT Student Clinical Guide. Success in the clinical portion of the program also includes accurately completing all required documentation.

The minimum standard passing score for EMS certification courses is 75%. Students with an overall GPA of less than 75% for the course will not qualify for successful completion of EMS 1860 and will be unable to pursue Ohio EMT certification. Students who do not meet  the 75% GPA requirement after Exam 3 will not be able to participate in the clinical phase  of the program, leading to ineligibility for successful course completion.

Achievement of this minimum 75% will relate to a grade of “C”. Make up exams are not permitted unless extenuating circumstances exist and are reviewed by the Instructor and/or Program Director. The gradebook in Blackboard will automatically track a current weighted average of each student’s grade. If a student’s grade drops below 75% at any time, it will be mandatory that the student complete and submit the optional study guides for each learning unit until the overall GPA increases to 75% or above.

ATTENDANCE POLICY
The attendance requirement for EMS 1860 is 100%; this policy is in compliance with Ohio Administrative Code 4765-07-02 (A) (21) (i). Columbus State will permit EMT students to make up missed course objectives (content) according to the following policy:
1. Students are only permitted to make up three (3) missed class and/or lab sessions during an individual term. More than 3 sessions missed will result in failure of the course.

2. [bookmark: 2._There_are_some_days_in_the_program_th]There are some days in the program that are ineligible for make up; refer to Course Calendar
3. Students who are more than 15 minutes late will be counted as absent for the entire class session.
4. Students who leave more than 15 minutes early will be counted as absent for the entire class session.
5. Students who are less than 15 minutes late are documented as late. Three late/ leaving early occurrences are equivalent to missing one class and/or lab session. ALL late occurrences are subject to make-up work.
6. Skills Make Up Sessions: Students must coordinate a make-up session with their instructor immediately upon return to class.
7. Lecture (Didactic/Affective) Make up Requirements: Instructors will give students specific course makeup assignments. This will involve the student researching the specific objectives missed and writing definitions, related terms, flashcard development, scenario development applying the missed objectives into a paper that describes how an EMT may encounter this situation, including signs and symptoms the patient may present with, your assessment, your treatment, and any special considerations an EMT may apply in that situation, or any additional method the instructor develops in order to verify competency. Make up requirements are due one calendar week after the student receives the assignment. Make up work  does not remove the attendance	 occurrence. Missed quizzes and exams are not eligible for make up; students who are absent on a quiz or exam day will receive a 0 for the missed quiz or exam.
8. Missing a scheduled clinical experience counts as an attendance occurrence. Additional policies regarding missed or rescheduled clinical shifts are addressed in the CSCC EMT Student Clinical Guide.
9. Missing more than 3 class and/or lab sessions will result in ineligibility of course completion (i.e.: 3 absence occurrences plus one late). Students who fall asleep in class also risk attendance occurrences. Students who fail to complete make up work will result in ineligibility of course completion. Each term has a specific College withdrawal date which can be found online. Makeup work does not erase the attendance occurrence. Columbus State EMS Technology is not required to offer make up training, we do this as a service because emergencies do arise.
