DESCRIPTION OF COURSE 
This course is designed to improve vocabulary and related spelling skills through memorization, word analysis, and the application of rules.

COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES
1. Students will use dictionary skills to aid in spelling, pronouncing, and defining vocabulary.
2. Students will utilize context clues to identify word meanings.
3. Students will identify Greek and Latin word elements to derive word origins.
4. Students will use parts of speech and word endings to identify grammar functions.
5. Students will apply spelling rules correctly and appropriately.
6. Students will apply course concepts on the final exam.
