DESCRIPTION OF COURSE 
This course focuses on refining students’ critical reading skills.  The curriculum includes the study of vocabulary in context, implied and stated main ideas, supporting details, patterns of organization, facts and opinions, fallacies, inferences, purpose and tone, and argument.  Students will complete three major projects, read and respond to various essays, compose journals, and complete workbook activities

COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES
1. Students will utilize vocabulary-building strategies.
2. Students will locate main ideas, stated and implied.
3. Students will identify supporting details, differentiating between major and minor details.
4. Students will paraphrase and summarize.
5. Students will distinguish between various organizational patterns.
6. Students will draw logical conclusions using textual evidence.
7. Students will identify author’s purpose, tone, and point of view.
8. Students will identify elements of effective arguments, including validity of point and adequacy and logic of support.
9. Students will differentiate between fact and opinion.
10. Students will complete projects that require integration and application of critical reading and   
writing skills.
11. Students will develop a systematic reading process, combining all learned skills.

Active class attendance and participation lead to academic success. Financial aid funds are disbursed in "good faith" that you are attending and actively participating in your classes. In the event the college is forced to close during Final Examination Week, exams scheduled for the first missed date will be rescheduled.
