DESCRIPTION OF COURSE 
English 1100 is a writing-centered course that invites students to analyze the contexts of writing tasks and compose for different purposes, audiences, genres, mediums, and technologies. Students engage in critical questioning, reading, and researching as they plan, draft, review, revise, and reflect on their writing. Students are introduced to locating and evaluating primary and secondary sources and acknowledging the work of others using a standard documentation format. The course helps students practice processes and habits of mind that they can apply to the differing writing situations they’ll encounter in college and beyond.

COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES
1. Rhetorical Knowledge
Students will develop their understanding of rhetorical situations as they read and write in several genres.

By the end of their first writing course, students should
· Understand how genre conventions shape the texts they read and should shape the texts they compose.
· Understand the possibilities of electronic media/technologies for composing and publishing texts for a variety of audiences.
· Compose texts that
· Have a clear purpose.
· Respond to the needs of intended audiences.
· Assume an appropriate stance.
· Adopt an appropriate voice, tone, style, and level of formality.
· Use appropriate conventions of format and structure.
· Recognize common rhetorical strategies and appeals.
· As appropriate, attempt to employ rhetorical strategies and appeals in their own writing.
2. Critical Thinking, Reading, and Writing
Students will develop their critical thinking skills as they analyze model texts and secondary sources.

By the end of their first writing course, students should be able to
· Use reading and writing for inquiry, learning, thinking, and communicating.
· Locate and evaluate secondary research materials, including visual texts such as photographs, videos, or other materials.
· Analyze relationships among writer, text, and audience in linguistically diverse texts.
· Use various critical thinking strategies to analyze texts.
· Develop a clear line of reasoning and recognize how incorporating ideas and evidence from sources can strengthen their work.
3. Knowledge of Composing Processes
Students will work individually and collaboratively to hone their revising and editing skills.

By the end of their first writing course, students should be able to
· Recognize that writing is a flexible, recursive process that typically involves a series of activities, including generating ideas and text, drafting, revising, and editing.
· Use electronic environments to support writing tasks such as drafting, reviewing, revising, editing, and exploring texts.
· Discover and reconsider ideas through drafting, reviewing, and revising.
· Recognize the difference between revising and editing and understand why both processes are critical.
· Understand that writing is often collaborative and social. To demonstrate that understanding, students should be able to
· Work with others to improve their own and others’ texts.
· Balance the advantages of relying on others with taking responsibility for their own work.
· Apply this understanding and recognition to make global and local revisions.
4. Knowledge of Conventions
Students will study genre conventions and apply appropriate conventions to their own work.

By the end of their first writing course, students should be able to
· Recognize the genre conventions for structure, paragraphing, tone, and mechanics employed in various rhetorical contexts.
· Use syntax, grammar, punctuation, and spelling appropriate to particular rhetorical situations.
· Select and employ appropriate conventions for structure, paragraphing, mechanics, format, and design.
· Acknowledge the work of others and use a standard documentation format as needed.

If fewer than five writing projects are assigned, the minimum word count will need to be increased for one or more of the remaining projects IN THE CHART BELOW. The combined minimum word count for all of the major writing projects assigned must be 5,000 thoughtfully revised and copyedited words, which does not include drafts or process work. For each writing project, the entirety of the grade should be based on the assessment of only the final draft of each project. Process work including drafting should be calculated separately and included in “Other work.”
· Instructors must determine the specific percentage value for each writing project below in the “Grade Weight” column and enter the specific weight for each assignment IN THE CHART BELOW. Those specific percentage values should also appear on the writing prompts for each project. The combined percentage values for the major writing projects assigned must total between 75% to 85%, leaving the “Other work” category to be worth between 15% to 25%. The selected percentage values for each writing project and the “Other work” category must add up to 100%.
· Each writing project should give students the opportunity to engage in the writing process through prewriting, drafts, revisions, and/or other writing process strategies.

COLUMBUS STATE'S WRITING SEQUENCE
Because the English Department has designed ENGL 1100 and 2367 as a sequence with each successive course dependent on the previous course, students are encouraged to register for English 2367 the semester after they take English 1100 so that the basis they have formed is not forgotten.

WITHDRAWAL FROM COURSE
If you decide to drop this course, you must do so officially.  Please refer to the official college calendar for information about the last day to withdraw.  Failure to withdraw officially from a course will result in a failing grade recorded on your transcript.  Students interested in dropping a course should first visit this website for more information.

COURSEWORK EXPECTATIONS
Columbus State’s policy states that students at schools receiving funds from the State of Ohio should be expected to do 45 hours of work for each credit earned.
