English 2467 is an intermediate composition course that extends and refines skills in expository and argumentative writing, critical reading, and critical thinking. This course also refines skills in researching a topic, documenting sources using APA or MLA style format, and working collaboratively. Course reading and writing assignments may be thematically organized. This section focuses on issues of race and ethnicity in the U.S.

4. Knowledge of Composing Processes: Students will continue to hone their revision strategies and reflect critically on their writing practices.
5. Collaborate During the Writing Process: Students will work with others to improve their own and others’ texts.
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6. Knowledge of Conventions: Students will study academic conventions and apply appropriate conventions to their own work.
7. Adapt Composing Processes: Students will use electronic environments to support writing tasks such as drafting, reviewing, revising, editing, and sharing texts.
8. Recognize Marginalized Identities and Experiences: Students will explore conversations on lived experiences and representations of U.S. marginalized identities and communities.
9. Apply Historical and Social Contexts: Students will explore the constructs of history and contemporary culture in their analysis and writing on race and ethnicity in the U.S.
