Course Description: 
ESL 0178 is designed to help students expand their vocabulary with terms from the Academic Word List. They will focus on the first 250 words from this list which complements the 250 learned in 0179. Terms are presented in academic readings, and students are challenged to master them through a variety of written and oral exercises. Required course work includes weekly participation in class meetings, written exercises in the book, paragraph-length compositions, unit quizzes, a midterm exam and a final exam. Attendance is expected for weekly two-hour class meetings. Compositions and other written assignments are submitted as Word documents, using the Blackboard learning management system. Students should plan to devote at least four hours to ESL 0178 course work, in addition to weekly class meetings.
