COURSE DESCRIPTION:

ESL 0190 is designed to help students apply their knowledge of the English language to college composition, a necessary skill for success in a college degree program. Instruction in the organization and development of college essays, combined with readings and focused grammar reviews, prepares students to add their voices to the academic community through narrative, expository, and persuasive essays. Instructional activities include lecture, written exercises, class discussion, and completion of the writing cycle (pre-writing, writing, revising, and editing), resulting in five essays. Compositions and other assignments are submitted as Word documents, using the Blackboard learning management system.
