GOALS

· Grades for this course will total 1000 points. All grades will be posted on Blackboard as soon as available.
· Hours invested: A longstanding rule of thumb for college classes is that you should plan to spend 2 hours outside of class for each hour in class. This class is 3 credit hours, so if we had class, you

would spend 9 hours a week on this class. 9 times fifteen weeks is about 135 total hours that you should budget for this course. The two “tracks” for this course require the same amount of effort and hours.

Writing – There is a large amount of writing done in this course. You will be held to a high standard for grammar, wording, spelling, punctuation, etc. If you need help, utilize the writing center at CSCC. You will not pass this course if you cannot write well. Do not plagiarize. Copying and pasting off a website without citation is cheating! If you copy a sentence or two, that is OK, you just need to cite using APA format. Using AI (like ChatGPT, Wix, OpenAI or Gemini) is cheating if you copy and paste. People use and query AI for ideas and that is not plagiarism. Use it for searches if that helps you. Do not turn in words that it creates.

Assignments – All of these are detailed in Blackboard
· There are not very many assignments in this class. Missing one 100-point assignment will cost you one letter grade in this class.Please watch the course calendar. Based on the prerequisites of this class, you should be very much used to watching the course calendar.
· Late assignments will not be graded and will receive a zero. Please plan accordingly. Assignments are due by 11:55 pm on the due date.

Community project – For Financial Advising Students Only
· This course includes a community project option. The goal of the project is to provide students with real-life financial planning experience. Students have found this path VERY rewarding, whether they want to be financial planners or not. Details may vary by semester due to advisor and customer participation..
· Students sometimes team up in pairs and are assigned to a financial advisor of the local chapter of the Financial Planning Association. The project includes the following tasks:
1. A brief orientation phone call with the project coordinator (Katherine Klausing).
2. A 60-minute phone call with the student client you are assigned.
a. First 20 minutes – Student pairs meet with a student-client by phone or Zoom to identify financial goals, review their monthly cash-flow budget, select campus assistance from a resource sheet, and set expectations for the financial planning session with the professional financial advisor for the first 30 minutes of the call.
b. Second 20 minutes - Student-pairs stay on the call while the financial professional conducts the formal session with the student-client
c. Final 20 minutes – Student-pairs discuss the call with the financial professional once the student-client leaves the call
· Each student-pair works with a student-client during the course of the semester (finishing by Week 12 hopefully).
· The service-learning project will be managed by a financial planning professional in collaboration with Dr. Popovich. Blackboard has more details.
