PREREQUISITES:  FREN 1101 with a grade C (75%) or above or placement into level

DESCRIPTION OF COURSE: This course is a continuation of FREN 1101, with further development of listening, reading, speaking and writing skills and further study of French culture.


COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES 
· Interpersonal Communication: Students can create with language in various timeframes to initiate, maintain, and end conversations on a greater variety of familiar topics and handle short, social interactions in culturally appropriate ways using contextualized words, phrases, sentences, and series of sentences while continuing to build their repertoire of common idiomatic expressions. Students are also working towards participating in exchanges on a wide variety of familiar topics and handling short, social interactions in culturally appropriate ways in everyday situations 
· Interpretive Listening/Viewing: Students can demonstrate understanding of the main idea, as well as many details and idiomatic expressions, on a greater selection of familiar topics with or without visual support in a variety of oral texts and media. Students are also working towards demonstrating understanding of the main idea and many details on a wide selection of familiar topics. 
· Interpretive Reading: Students can demonstrate understanding of the main idea, as well as many details and idiomatic expressions, on a greater selection of familiar topics in a variety of texts.  
· Presentational Speaking: Students can create with language in various timeframes to make simple presentations on familiar topics using phrases and sentences that they have practiced. 
· Presentational Writing: Students can write guided texts and can sometimes create with language in various timeframes to write about a greater variety of familiar topics in a series of sentences using some culturally appropriate vocabulary and expressions.

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONAL METHODS
Lectures, group discussion, films, recordings, videotapes, demonstration, computer and 
cultural activities. Students will be expected to use Blackboard and other programs to practice, to review, and to complete homework online. Students who do not have a computer at home will need to contact the instructor to find a solution how to complete activities online. In the online class you are assessed and graded on your achievement of the outcomes for this course. You may also be required to participate in broader assessment activities.

STANDARDS AND METHODS FOR EVALUATION
Students will be evaluated according to their success in five areas of language learning: reading, writing, listening, speaking, and culture. Each week students will be given exercises and tasks designed to strengthen
these skills. There will be homework, multiple quizzes and exams, as well as
oral exams and a final comprehensive departmental exam. 

DESCRIPTION OF METHODS OF EVALUATION

1.Chapter Tests (20%): Chapter tests will assess listening, vocabulary, grammar, reading, writing and culture. 

2. Compositions (10 %): Three (3) to four (4) compositions following guidelines and topics provided by your instructor. 

3. Oral Presentations (10%): The presentations will be based on a brief PowerPoint «exposé» of approximately 5 to 7 minutes on a cultural and/or social theme adapted from one of the many topics presented in the textbook.  

4.  Oral Tests: (10%) Several small oral exams where you discuss a topic with a partner or have a conversation with the instructor. 

5. Quizzes (10%): These are short and quick tests that will be given periodically, except when you have other methods of evaluation. They will test material that has been assigned for review at home and online on Connect. They will be vocabulary and/or grammar quizzes. They could be in written form or given entirely as a listening activity. 

6. Homework (20%): For every class, students will be assigned activities to complete as their homework for the course. 

7.  Final Examination (10%):  This examination will be a cumulative exam of the material covered in this course.  The format will be similar to that of the previous exams.

8. Participation (05%): Each week you will be assigned 100 points for participation. 
One mandatory office visit before midterm week 8 is required – worth 20 participation points.

9.  Final Oral Exam (05%):  This examination will be an oral cumulative exam of the material covered in this course.  The format will be similar to that of the previous exams.

Percentages determine grades as follows: 
90-100% = A, 80-89% = B, 75-79% = C, 60-74% = D, 0-59 = E
