Note #1: Students are not required to purchase the atlas that is available at the campus bookstore; however, students will need access to an atlas as one will be needed as part of the course. Therefore, students are welcome to use any atlas available to them. Students are also able to use resources available for free via the Internet.

Note #2: The textbook and atlas are also available on closed reserve in the Columbus State library (Columbus campus). Students are welcome to access and use each for the course.

Prerequisite: Placement into ENGL 1100 (Composition I)

Course Description:

This course fulfills a Social Science requirement for both the Associative of Arts and Associate of Science degrees at Columbus State. In addition, the course will transfer as an equivalent geography course per the Ohio Department of Higher Education (ODHE) Transfer Assurance Guides (TAGs) to other 2- and 4-year institutions in Ohio that offer the same (or similar) course.

This course serves as an introduction to the study of regional geography at the global scale. Students will become familiar with the basic concepts in geography, the topic of uneven development, and the factors that affect uneven development within and among all the world's major regions.

Course Objective:

World Regional Geography serves as an introduction to the study of regional geography at the global scale. Students will

1) identify and demonstrate an understanding of some of the major themes, theories, concepts, and techniques used in geography to describe, analyze and explain human (and physical phenomena) from a spatial perspective;

2) identify and demonstrate an understanding of the world's major geographic regions, based largely on the physical, economic, demographic, cultural, political, and historical elements associated with each;

3) identify, analyze, and demonstrate an understanding of the various human and physical processes underlying the spatial patterns and relationships that characterize human societies found within each major region;

4) classify, analyze, and demonstrate an understanding of the major geographic regions on the basis of their economic, demographic, and social levels of development, as well as the variability of regional development levels in comparison to each another in global context.


Outcomes Based Assessment:
For this course, students are expected to demonstrate the skills associated with the following Institutional Learning Goals (ILGs): 1) ILG #1 - Critical Thinking; 2) ILG#3 - Quantitative Skills; 3) ILG #4 - Scientific Literacy; 4) ILG #6 - Communication Competence; 5) ILG#7 - Cultural and Social Awareness. In this course you are assessed on your achievement of these outcomes. Names will not be used when reporting results. Outcomes-based assessment is used to improve instructional planning and design and the quality of student learning throughout the college.


Course Summary:

Consideration will be given for those students bordering on the upper E range (that is, students who have 580-599 points will be given consideration for a D based on such things as asking instructor/students frequent questions regarding course content and assignments, contribution to discussion board topics, improvement on exams and assignments, etc.).


Course Expectations:
It is the policy of the Social Sciences Department that faculty will answer student e-mails and return voice mail messages within three business days (not including weekends, holidays, or during breaks). Grades/scores should be communicated to students within ten (10) business days after the due date for course work - either via email or through Blackboard Gradebook (My Grades). If a student has not received a response within a reasonable amount of time, the student is urged to contact the instructor a second time. If the student does not receive a response after a second attempt, then the student should contact the faculty member's lead instructor or the department chair for assistance.

Exams will be made available in Blackboard during the timeframes listed in the Calendar section (and in the Calendar of the Course Information section) and students will be required to complete them before the scheduled deadline date/time. Students will be required to schedule an appointment to take the exams via the RegisterBlast portal during the timeframe they are available and will also be required to take the exams at a Columbus State testing
facility. Students missing a scheduled mid-term (Exams #1 & #2) for any reason will be required to schedule an appointment with the instructor to take a short-answer/essay make-up exam in an alternative format to Blackboard. Students missing the final exam for any reason will be required to schedule an appointment with the instructor take an oral comprehensive make-up exam - no exceptions. (See Exams below).

Map assignments, exercise, and paper must be completed and submitted by their due dates and times. Failure to submit map assignments, exercise, or paper by the specified due dates and times for any reason will ultimately result in a significant reduction in score for that item. You will also be required to post responses to Discussion Board topics throughout the term. Failure to post responses to the Discussion Board topics prior to the due date and time for any reason will result in a score of zero. (See Map Assignments, Exercise, Discussion Board, and Paper below)

Note: The due dates listed for this course in the Calendar section (and in the Calendar of the Course Information section) are as indicated, but they may be subject to change. If changes occur, you will be notified in advance, and the changes will be posted in the Announcements section.

Exams:

There will be two mid-term exams and one final exam covering the following sections:

Mid-term Exam #1: Introduction to Geography

Mid-term Exam #2: The Underdeveloped World - (Latin America; Middle East and North Africa; Sub-Saharan Africa; East and South Asia)

Final Exam: The Developed World - (Japan; Oceania and Antarctica; Russia and the Near Abroad; Europe; United States and Canada)

Note #1: All students will be required to make an appointment via the RegisterBlast portal to take all of the exams for the course at a Columbus State testing facility during the timeframe they are available to take. You can make your appointment by going into the Blackboard homepage (where you access all of the courses you are enrolled in for the term). On the left-hand side of the Blackboard home page, find the "Tools" section. You will see "Columbus RegisterBlast", "Delaware RegisterBlast" and "Dublin RegisterBlast". Click on the link depending on which campus you chose to take your exam (note: be mindful of the days/hours of operation for each location when selecting your location). Clicking on that link will take you right to the page that shows the exams you are eligible to take. You will only need to click on the link, then select a date and time (note: the exams must be scheduled during the timeframe the exam is available per the Calendar section). Make sure to add to your cart and confirm registration. Taking these steps will create your appointment in RegisterBlast.
Note #2: It is required that students schedule their appointments to take all of their exams for the course as soon as they become available via RegisterBlast. Failure to schedule appointments for exams in a timely fashion may result in difficulties scheduling an appointment during the timeframe they are available; this could result in a student requiring to schedule an appointment with the instructor to take the make-up exam (short answer/essay for midterms; oral comprehensive for the final). Therefore, it is vitally important that you schedule appointments via RegisterBlast to take all of the exams for the course as soon as possible.

For assistance in helping you schedule an appointment via RegisterBlast to take the exams, call (614) 287-5750 or testingservices@cscc.edu. In addition, students encountering difficulties in attempting to schedule their appointments to take exams via RegisterBlast should contact the instructor immediately.

Note #3: Check the Calendar section (or the Calendar tab in the Course Information section) to find the timeframe when each exam is available. Use this information (along with the days/hours of operation for testing facilities) when making your appointments to take the
exams. Once you have scheduled your appointments to take the exams, just arrive no later than

15 minutes before the scheduled date/time to take an exam at the appropriate testing facility (example: Columbus campus). Make sure you bring proper identification. All of the exams will be taken in Blackboard via the Exams section with Respondus Lockdown Browser and you will have a limited amount of time to take the exams (80 minutes).

Note #4: It is strongly advised that you schedule and take the exams well before the deadline dates; appointments to take exams cannot be made for a date/time less than 24 hours from the date/time scheduled (ex: appointments for Wednesday at 1:00 pm cannot be made after 1:00 pm on Tuesday). Failure to take an exam during the specified time period will result in the need to schedule a date/time with the instructor to take either a short-answer/essay make-up exam (Midterm Exams #1 and #2) or an oral comprehensive exam (Final Exam).

The text for the course can be found in the E-Text section. Note: page numbers from the e-text version may differ from those of the regular text. If you have questions about locating information in the e-text, contact the instructor.

Exams will consist of 50 multiple choice or true false questions selected from the items listed in each section (Section #1, #2, and #3) of the study guides (the Study Guides can be found in the Assignments section) and are worth 200 points each. For Section #2 items, you will be given either a term and will need to determine the correct definition from the possible choices or given a definition and will need to determine the correct term from the possible choices. For Section #3 items in Exam #2 and the Final Exam, you will be shown a map with various elements highlighted and be required to select the name of a specific element on that map from the list of possible choices. Expect that there will be questions asked from all three sections on all of the exams.
Note: You will NOT have access to notes, study guides, the text, an atlas, or the Internet to assist you when taking the exams. Be advised that 1) All exams must be taken sometime during the timeframe they are available; 2) Once an exam has been started in Blackboard, students will have a limited amount of time to complete it. If time runs out, then the exam is finished; 3) Questions will be seen one at a time, so students will be required to answer a question before proceeding to the next one; 4) Students will not be able to re-take an exam.

Refer to the study guides, as well as the hard copy maps (located in the Printable Copies of Exercise and Map Assignments folder of the Assignments section) and an atlas for potential Section #3 questions on Exam #2 and the Final Exam to prepare yourself before taking the exams in Blackboard. Note that Map Assignments #2, #3, #4, & #5 will also help prepare you for potential Section #3 questions on Exam #2 and the Final Exam. Also, it is strongly advised that students not wait until the last possible day to take an exam. If the deadline date is the only day amenable to take an exam, it is strongly advised that the exam be taken early in the day rather than later.


Map Assignments, Exercise, Discussion Board, and Paper:

Map Assignments

There will be a total of five (5) map assignments that students will be required to complete throughout the course. Each is to be completed by the specified due date and time. Map Assignment #1 is worth 40 points, while Map Assignments #2 through #5 are worth 30 points each. For Map Assignment #1, students will need to refer to an atlas, pp. 7-13 from the text, and the course notes in the Geographic - The Basics and Physical Geography folders (located in

the Introduction to Geography - Exam #1 Notes folder of the Our Classroom section) to assist in answering the questions.

For Map Assignments #2 through #5, students will need to refer to the maps embedded in each assignment to answer the questions asked. To assist in answering the questions for Map Assignments #2 through #5, students should refer to an atlas; in addition, copies of the on-line maps for each map assignment have been provided in the Printable Copies of Map Assignments and Exercise folder of the Assignments section.

Each online map assignment within the Blackboard system is designed to provide relatively quick results once completed. Students should be able to see their score recorded in the Blackboard gradebook (My Grades). However, problems may occur. In the event that a student is "kicked-off" the Blackboard system during the time he/she is working on a map assignment (for whatever reason), the student will subsequently be unable to retake the map assignment online. Similarly, a student may have completed a map assignment, but for whatever reason their score is not recorded in the Blackboard gradebook.

In the event that a student is unable to complete a map assignment (or the score was not recorded in the Blackboard gradebook), the student should contact the instructor immediately. The instructor will then reset the map assignment and the student can retake it. Important note: Students need to be aware that the on-line map assignments become unavailable after 11:59 pm on the due date. It is imperative, then, that a student notify the instructor in a sufficient amount of time so that the map assignment can be reset. Failure to do so will result in a student having to submit a hard-copy version of the map assignment for partial credit only.
To avoid possible problems, copies of each online map assignment have been provided in the Printable Copies of Map Assignments and Exercise folder found in the Assignments section (hard copy versions of the maps can be found in this folder as well). Students are advised to refer to the hard copy version of the map assignments (and maps) before attempting to complete each on-line.

In the event that a student is unable to complete the on-line version of a map assignment prior to the due date and time, he/she will have an opportunity to earn partial credit for the assignment. Students can refer to the hard copy version of the map assignment in the Printable Copies of Map Assignments and Exercise folder found in the Assignments section, and submit their answers to the instructor via email. Students have up to 72 hours past the due date and time to submit a map assignment for partial credit. Map assignments submitted past the deadline will automatically be reduced by 25% for every 24 hours past the deadline date/time. The score can be further reduced due to incorrect answers. However, any map assignment submitted 72 or more hours after the due date and time (or not submitted at all) will automatically result in a score of zero - no exceptions.

Exercise

There is one exercise worth 20 points. It is an exercise designed to ensure students have read through the material found online. Note: Reading through the Student Success Checklist located in the Orientation section will be helpful in successfully completing the Exercise. You will be able to retake the Exercise as many times as you like if you are not satisfied with your score. To avoid possible problems, a copy of the Exercise has been provided in the Printable Copies of Map Assignments and Exercise folder found in the Assignments section. Students are advised to refer to the hard copy version of the Exercise before attempting to complete it on-line.

As with the map assignments mentioned above, in the event that a student is unable to complete the exercise (or there was an error as identified by a "lock" or "question mark" symbol in the Blackboard gradebook - My Grades), the student should contact the instructor immediately. The instructor will then reset the exercise and the student can retake it. However, one the deadline date/time as passed students will not be able to retake the Exercise online, so the last score you received is your final score. If you fail to complete the online version by the deadline date/time, you have until the end of the Semester (see Calendar section) to submit your answers for the Exercise to the instructor via email (see Printable Copies of Map Assignments and Exercise folder in the Assignments section). Failure to complete the online Exercise or submit answers to the instructor via email by the end of the semester will result in a score of zero.

Discussion Board

There will be a total of four (4) topics for discussion posted by the instructor on the course Discussion Board (can also be accessed via the Course Tools section). Each topic is worth 30 points. Students will be required to post at least two responses for each topic - an initial response addressing the topic question and a second response to another student's initial post. All initial responses must address each topic question directly. Failure to post a response that addresses each topic question directly will result in a score of zero. In addition, students will be required to post an initial response for each topic question (and a follow-on response to another student's initial post) by a specified due date and time. Like the Exercise, there is no opportunity to earn partial credit for Discussion Board topics. Failure to post a response for each topic question by the specified due date and time will result in a score of zero - no exceptions. Likewise, failure to post a response to a student's initial post to a topic question will result in a significant reduction in score for that item.
Paper

For this course, students will be responsible for writing a paper on a topic specified by the instructor. The paper must be at least six (6) full, double-spaced typed pages, not including the reference page (required). A full page is defined as 1” margins on the side and 1 ½ “ margins at the top and bottom. A minimum of five distinct sources is required and MUST be properly cited in the reference page. Failure to have at least six (6) full, double-typed pages for the paper will result in a significant reduction in score for the paper.

You may use any written media (book, newspaper, academic journal, web site, encyclopedia, etc.) as sources for the paper. Note: use of an encyclopedia (either written or electronic -
i.e. Wikipedia) constitutes one distinct source only. Use a writer’s manual, the websites listed below, or the sample paper to aid you in properly formatting and citing material in the reference page. Failure to provide a properly formatted reference page identifying at least five distinct sources will result in a significant reduction in score for the paper.

Important Note: Do not, under any circumstance, use an AI program (such as ChatGTP) to write your paper. If a student is suspected that AI was used in writing the paper, that student will receive a score of zero for the assignment and a report filed of academic misconduct with the Student Conduct office.

The appropriate way to submit a paper is to use a word processor (Microsoft Word is preferred, but it is not necessary) to type each paper, save each with a *.doc or *.rtf file extension (for example paper1.doc or paper1.rtf) using the "Save As" and "File Type" menu options, and then attach the document to your e-mail response to the instructor. Submitting papers as PDF's (*.pdf file extension) is also acceptable. You can also fax the paper (Fax # 614-287-2324) or drop it off at the instructor's office. If you decide to drop it off at the instructor's office, you need to have someone (preferably the department secretary) sign and date the document. They will then place it in the instructor's mailbox.

NOTE: Please do not save and submit the papers using Microsoft Works (*.wks file extension) or Apple computer files (*.pages file extension). The instructor may encounter problems in converting the file into a readable format, causing a deduction in points. The instructor may encounter problems in converting the file into a readable format, causing a deduction in points. Also, when submitting a paper via e-mail attachment, make sure that you receive a confirmation e-mail from the instructor. If you do not receive a confirmation e-mail from the instructor, then the instructor did not receive your paper.

Provided in the Paper Assignment folder found in the Assignments section are the requirements that the paper assignment must follow, as well as a list of helpful guidelines or suggestions to consider when writing the paper. Also provided is a sample copy of the paper to give students an idea of what the paper should look like. Likewise, instructions are given on how to submit the paper to the instructor prior to the due date and time (attachment to email, fax, or hand-carry to campus).
As was the case for map assignments, students will have an opportunity to earn partial credit for a paper not submitted prior to the due date and time. Students have up to 72 hours past the due date and time to submit a paper for partial credit. Papers submitted past the deadline will automatically be reduced by 25% for every 24 hours past the deadline date/time. The score for a paper can be further reduced due to form, content, and other (spelling, grammar, punctuation, etc.) issues. However, any paper submitted 72 or more hours after the due date and time (or not submitted at all) will automatically result in a score of zero - no exceptions.

The following information is provided to ensure timely submission of exercises, discussion board topics, map assignments, and paper, as well as provide a flexible timeframe within which students can complete each exam. Items in normal font indicate the material from the text and the course notes (located in the Our Classroom section) that students should be studying each week. Items in colored font (red) indicate when a particular exercise, discussion board topic, map assignment, or paper is due. It also highlights when the exams become available and by when each must be completed. Items in italicized font are dates when the campus is closed or other important dates.
Note: Please be mindful of the due dates and times for all items listed below. Failure to submit coursework before the appropriate due dates/times will result in a score of zero for some items (Discussion Board Topics), or a reduced score (25% reduction for every 24 hours past

deadline date/time) if submitted within 72 hours of due date/time (Map Assignments and Papers). Map Assignments and the paper submitted past 72 hours of the due date/time will result in a score of zero. The Exercise not completed online in Blackboard or by the end of the semester via email to instructor will result in a score of zero. Also be mindful of the timeframe within which you must take the exams. Failure to take the exams during the appropriate timeframe will result in students being required to take a short answer/essay make-up exam (for Exams #1 and #2) or an oral comprehensive make-up exam (for the Final Exam). Failure to take either the regular or make-up exams will result in a score of zero for those exams missed.
