This course is a survey of the culture, ideas, and values of human civilization in the western world from their origins from 1648 to the present. This course focuses on the rise of modern science, the Enlightenment, the American and French Revolutions, the Industrial Revolution, and the theories of Karl Marx and Charles Darwin. The growth of ideologies - liberalism,
socialism, capitalism, nationalism, and imperialism - will be explored. Contemporary issues and political movements will also be discussed. Students are exposed to historical methodologies and analysis through the reading of primary and secondary sources.

The goals of the course are to develop in the student a historical awareness of major historical events and their relevance to the evolution of Western society; to promote a critical understanding of the major intellectual, religious, social and economic trends that have produced the unique institutions and cultural values of Western Civilization in their historical context; to develop students’ critical thinking skills and a historical perspective that allows them to engage in critical analysis of both historical and contemporary issues.

Basic Knowledge: Students will clearly demonstrate the ability to understand and apply basic historical concepts, methodologies, and approaches. They will be able to explain the cause, effect, and the relevance of specific historical events and or periods within the broader historical context of Western Civilization. Students will also learn to recognize democratic values and civic/community responsibilities associated with a socially, politically, economically, and historically diverse world.

Textual Analysis: Students will apply critical thinking to the analysis of primary and secondary sources. Students will be able to interpret primary sources within the historical context of the society that created them.
Contextual Examination: Students will critically examine and discuss historical documents (including but not limited to literature, works of art, legal documents, architecture, music,

private letters, and philosophical works) as expressions of cultural values within a historical context.
Breadth: Students will understand and articulate diverse historical interpretations. They will apply critical and creative reasoning, including diverse perspectives to address complex problems.
Communication: Students will be able to effectively articulate historical arguments in both written and unwritten forms.
