This course covers a wide range of topics in early American history from the age of discovery through the Civil War and reconstruction. It is an introduction to the study of history and to the political, economic, intellectual and social themes that have shaped our present society.
Sections of this course are H-designated Honors classes.

Students will identify and explain how historians apply different methodology and identify how historians have used various sources and methodological traditions, including those drawn from other disciplines where relevant, to build their interpretations.

2. Textual Analysis: Read and distinguish between primary and secondary sources; analyze, interpret, and/or evaluate primary works that are products of the human imagination and critical thought.
3. Contextual Examination: Students describe how historical actors are differently affected by their ethnicity, race, class, gender, sexual orientation, and language.
4. Breadth: Explain relationships among cultural and/or historical contexts; understand how political, economic, and social structures affect historical change.
5. Communication: Convey concepts and evidence related to humanistic endeavors clearly and effectively in written assignments and class discussion
