This course is a survey of non-Western Civilization to 1500. It serves as an introduction to the study of history and to the intellectual, social, and cultural values of the Far East, India, Middle East, Africa, and South America.

4. Breadth: Explain relationships among cultural and/or historical contexts; understand how political, economic, and social structures affect historical change.
5. Communication: Convey concepts and evidence related to humanistic endeavors clearly and effectively in written assignments and class discussion.
