A survey of the styles and subject matter of important contemporary works of music and visual art and their relationship to the major intellectual and social issues of that era.

1. Basic Knowledge: Students will recognize the component elements of musical and visual art. Students will learn methods and approaches to analyze musical and visual creative works.

2. Textual Analysis: Students will examine general style norms of 20th and 21st century art and music as compared to previous style norms. Students will develop the ability to define and discuss essential characteristics of music and art, including advances in science and technology pertinent to these artforms. Students will recognize and know style features and major figures in the development of post-World War II art and music.
3. Contextual Examination: Students will develop an understanding of the relationship between culture, cultural shifts, and artistic expression in the last half of the 20th century and the first decades of the 21st century. Students will develop an understanding of how and why a spectrum of musical and visual art styles can be said to characterize the last half of the 20th century and the first decades of the 21st century.

4. Breadth: Students will understand and explain the ways in which musical and visual created works reflect and/or influence intellectual and historical developments. Students will examine the creative expressions from a variety of cultures during the 20th and 21st centuries.

5. Communication: Students will produce written and verbal analyses of creative works of musical and visual art. Students will develop cogent descriptions and explanations of modern, postmodern, and contemporary creative works of music and art.
