Placement into ENGL 1100, acceptance into the IEP AAS degree program through the mandatory information session.
COREQUISITE: ASL 1103, ASL 1150, IEP 1120
DESCRIPTION OF COURSE: This course is a theoretical and practical “hands-on” approach to the process of consecutive/simultaneous interpreting. The student will be learning how to identify the message and intent in the source language, both ASL and English, and convey it accurately in the target language, both ASL and English.
STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES:
1. Explain the differences between interpreting and transliterating
2. Demonstrate appropriate basic professional behaviors in a variety of settings
3. Demonstrate lexical flexibility using both ASL and spoken English
4. Describe appropriate clothing attire for various interpreting assignments
5. Demonstrate effective interpreting in interactive and monologue settings
6. Explain how Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion show up in the interpreting process and profession

GENERAL INSTRUCTIONAL METHODS: lecture, class discussion, PowerPoint presentations, in-class interpretations.
STANDARDS AND METHODS FOR EVALUATION:
Tests, homework, and quizzes.
TESTS are worth 80% of the final grade:
Test one: Consecutive/simultaneous Interpreting 20% of the final grade Test two: Consecutive/simultaneous Interpreting 25% of the final grade Test three: Interactive E-to-A, A-to-E 35% of the final grade
The interactive test will require both ASL to English and English to ASL; each skill is worth 100 points. Interactive grades are not averaged; students will receive two grades for each skill tested. Students must pass both parts of the interactive to pass the entire test. If a student receives a 74 or below on either skill tested, the highest grade will revert to a 67%.
No points are awarded for self-evaluations, although if an evaluation is not turned in, the test grade will be changed to an “E,” and the student will fail the entire test.
Homework and quizzes are worth 20% of the final grade.
Assignments are announced in class and/or posted on Blackboard. Homework cannot be made up. Quizzes are both announced & unannounced and CAN NOT be made up.
GRADING SCALE: 100%-90% =A 89%-80% =B 79%-70%=C 69%-60%=D Below 59% = E
ATTENDANCE POLICY: This course requires students to interact with their peers and will require participation in mock interpreting settings. Students will gain knowledge by trial and

error, and by observing the instructor’s interpretation. Students who regularly miss class will have difficulty demonstrating the required learning outcomes. Students who are habitually tardy may not obtain quiz points since most quizzes will be conducted at the start or end of class. Quizzes are not permitted to be made up regardless of the reason for being tardy.
Missed points from quizzes may negatively impact the student’s final grade. MY EXPECTATIONS:
THINGS TO DO TO BE SUCCESSFUL IN THIS CLASS:
1. Your efforts this semester will impact your use of ASL and interpreting skills. Get involved with the Deaf community! The more you use the language and interact, the more your skills with ASL and interpreting will improve. Watch for flyers near the ASL lab to learn about activities and check out the ASL Community on Blackboard.
2. Please make use of my office hours. If they are not convenient, we can make other arrangements. I want you to be successful, so let’s discuss your concerns.
3. Be realistic in your goals yet challenge yourself. Don’t compare yourself to others, but honestly, keep track of the growth of your skills.
4. THINK POSITIVE. Negative thoughts can put you into “shut down” and is self-defeating. Develop ways to relax your mind and practice positive self-talk.
5. Take good care of your health. You will do much better in class if you eat, sleep, and exercise regularly (with guidance from your doctor)!
