Description Of Course: This course will introduce students to ASL to English skills. Students will learn how to use appropriate English grammar and register. A variety of signed texts will be used to assist students with professional behaviors in a variety of settings.

· Demonstrate basic professional behaviors in a variety of settings
· Identify expansions
· Demonstrate effective use of compressions
· Demonstrate appropriate terminology in a variety of settings
· Demonstrate effective interpretation in Video Relay Services, sexual health/medical settings, and K-12 educational scenarios

Course Materials Required: You must purchase GoReact access for this course. A video camera is required for all courses in the IEP program. You are welcome to use your phone/tablet/laptop, so ensure that you have space and battery available for this course daily.

Standards And Methods For Evaluation:
TESTS are worth 100% of final grade. Interactive dialogues may be used for testing, although only the ASL to English section of the test will receive a grade.
Test one – VRS	30% of final grade
Test two – Sexual health	35% of final grade
Test three – K-12 Educational	35% of final grade

Self Assessments: Students MAY receive feedback on the signed portion of the test. Students may be asked to do a self-assessment on the signed portion of the test and ARE REQUIRED to self-assess the ASL-English section.
If the student does not complete a self-assessment and turn it in as assigned, the student’s grade will be changed to a 69% for that specific test, resulting in a failing grade.

Homework: Homework is not graded but will be checked for completion. Tests are given at the end of each five-week unit. Each incomplete homework assignment due during that five-week unit will result in a 3-percentage point deduction on that unit’s test grade.

GRADING SCALE:
A: 90-100%, B:80-89%, C: 70-79%, D: 60-69%, E: 0-59%

NOTE: A grade of “C” or higher is required for students to advance in subsequent IEP courses.

Attendance Policy: This course requires students to interact with his/her peers and will require participation in mock interpreting settings. Students will gain knowledge by trial and error, and by observing the instructor’s interpretation. Students who regularly miss class will have a difficult
time demonstrating required learning outcomes. Attending class late is an undesirable quality for those who want to be successful in the interpreting field, as well as very disruptive to the class.

Course Policies
· Late assignments will not be accepted without prior approval via email. Absence from class does not excuse a student from an assignment due date.
· Students are expected to complete all assigned readings, videos, assignments, etc. prior to class. Thoughtful reading will lead to questions and new ideas. Showing up with neither suggests that you are not appropriately engaging with what you’ve read.
· Courses in the Interpreting Education Program may necessitate physical contact between students and/or instructors. This contact may include demonstrating culturally appropriate attention-getting behaviors, modeling deaf-blind communication, and/or remediating students' sign production, etc.

Class Philosophy
You are welcome in this course, and I am excited to learn about who you are and your perspective. My goal is to include materials and examples that show ASL and English variety and diversity across spectrums of age, race, disability status, sexual orientation, and gender identity, so that each of you see yourself reflected in the course materials and are able to learn about people and experiences that are different from yours, as well. Language is deeply linked to one’s identity, cultural background, and lived experiences, and my goal is to make this a space where you are able to share your thoughts and experiences with your peers, so please know I would love to receive your feedback about that. If you are disrespected by myself, your classmates, or the materials in this course, please let me know so I can address it and support you.
