Course: IEP 2303 - Intermediate Interpreting II
Credits: 2
Class Hours Per Week: 4
Prerequisites: IEP 1401, IEP 1601, IEP 1302, ASL 1100, ASL 1104
Corequisites: MULT 2403, IEP 2602, IEP 2403

Description of Course: In this course the students will continue to grow their interpreting skills, by actively interpreting different topics and text. The course will also hone in on learning to identify the intent of the source message for both ASL and English, all while conveying it accurately in the target language.

· Demonstrate appropriate interpretation of Frozen Text
· Demonstrate appropriate techniques for topic research
· Demonstrate appropriate use of English grammar/Lexical flexibility
· Demonstrate professionalism in a variety of settings
· Demonstrate effective interpreting skills in ASL and English

Course Materials Required: You must purchase GoReact for this course. A video camera is required for all IEP courses. You are welcome to use any electronic device you have; phone/tablet/laptop, just be sure you have enough space and available battery for daily use for this course.


Textbooks, Manuals and other readings:
No textbooks are required for this course. There may be resources and readings assigned, but will be available via Blackboard (free to you)


General Instruction Methods: Class discussions, Live Interpreting, Videos, Instructor/Peer Feedback, and Exams


Standards and Methods of Evaluation:
Tests are worth 100% of Final Grade.
· Test one- English-ASL	30% of final grade
· Test two- ASL-English	30% of final grade
· Test three- Interactive (A-E, E-A)	40% of final grade


*During in class presentations, students will receive feedback only*


Self Assessments: Students are required to do a self assessment of their work. Although this will not be a graded assignment it is part of the test requirement.
· If a student decides not to complete and turn in a self assessment, the student’s grade will be changed to a non-passing score for that test, resulting in a failing grade.
Homework/Assignments: Homework is not graded, but checked for completion. Test will be given at the end of three weeks. Each incomplete homework assignment due during that three week unit will result in a 3% point deduction on that unit test. Students will be allowed a ONE time excuse assignment.


Grading Scale: 100%-90%=A 89%-80%=B 79%-70%=C 69%-60%=D Below 59%=E A student must receive a grade of “C” or higher to advance in IEP courses.

Attendance Policy: This course requires students to interact with his/her peers and will require participation in mock interpreting settings. Students will gain knowledge by trial and error, and by observing the instructor’s interpretation. Students who regularly miss class will have a difficult time

demonstrating required learning outcomes. For the purposes of financial aid reporting, a student meets the participation and attendance criteria if they have actively engaged in the class and demonstrated a meaningful attempt toward completion of the course.


Course Policies:
· Late assignments will not be accepted without prior approval via email. Absence from class does not excuse a student from an assignment due date.
· Students are expected to complete all assignments, reading, videos, etc prior to
class. Some assignments can segue into class discussions and being unprepared suggests that you are not appropriately engaging with assigned work.
· Courses in the Interpreting Education Program may necessitate physical contact between students and/or instructors. This contact may include demonstrating culturally appropriate attention-getting behaviors, modeling deaf-blind communication, and/or remediating students' sign production, etc.


Class Philosophy
My classroom is your classroom, which means I welcome each of you to this course. As we embark on this summer semester of learning, I am excited to teach and learn from you. My goal is to include an array of materials and examples of Deaf, and hearing individuals with variety and diversity. This will reach all demographics of age, race, disability status, sexual orientation and gender identity. Each of you represents, identifies in some capacity and I want everyone to feel comfortable and also see yourself reflected in the materials that will be presented in this course. I want to set a tone that this is a “Safe Space” where everyone should be able to express their
thoughts and experiences without disrespect. If at any moment you feel you have been disrespected by myself or your peers, please let me know. I want to make sure the issue is addressed and resolved and you feel supported. If any issues arise please reach out to the lead instructor by email, Marja Davis. In the case you don’t feel comfortable talking with me you can email Program Coordinator Dr. Royce Carpenter.


Student Concerns
If a student has a concern with course content, policies, or in class discussions, be sure to address the concern with the instructor directly. This can be done right after the class if the instructor has the allotted time or set a date to meet with the instructor during their office hours.
