GENERAL INSTRUCTIONAL METHODS: lecture, discussion, hands-on interpretations
ASSESSMENT
Columbus State Community College is committed to assessment (measurement) of student achievement of academic outcomes. This process addresses the issues of what you need to learn in your program of study and if you are learning what you need to learn. The assessment program at Columbus State has four specific and

interrelated purposes: (1) to improve student academic achievements; (2) to improve teaching strategies; (3) to document successes and identify opportunities for program improvement; (4) to provide evidence for institutional effectiveness. In class you are assessed and graded on your achievement of the outcomes for this course. You may also be required to participate in broader assessment activities.

STANDARDS AND METHODS FOR EVALUATION:

This course will be live-graded, meaning you will receive evaluations in class each time you interpret. At the end of the semester, you will select your top two ASL to English evaluations, and your top two English to ASL evaluations, to submit to calculate your final grade. It is recommended that you volunteer to interpret frequently, so you can ensure you have options to choose from for your final grade..
It is your responsibility to ensure that you have sufficient evaluations to select for your final grade, and it is
your responsibility to save, organize, and submit your evaluations at the end of the semester.

This advanced interpreting class will follow general interpreting profession guidelines for clothing, hair, and nails.
Clothing: Plan to dress daily for class as though you were a freelance interpreter. You all learned about appropriate attire in
Beginning Interpreting (IEP 1301). If you are unsure about an outfit, feel free to wear it and ask the instructor if it is appropriate attire.

Hair: Your hair should be of a natural hair color (no blues, pinks, etc.)

Nails: Your nails should be short in length, skin tone (matching your skin) or clear polish.

RELIGIOUS ACCOMMODATIONS
It is the College’s policy to reasonably accommodate the sincerely held religious beliefs and practices of all students. The policy permits a student to be absent for up to three days each academic semester for reasons of faith or religious or spiritual belief.

ATTENDANCE POLICY: This course requires students to interact with his/her peers and will require participation in mock interpreting settings. Students will gain knowledge by trial and error, and by observing the instructor’s interpretation. Students who regularly miss class will have a difficult time demonstrating required learning outcomes.

INSTRUCTOR FEEDBACK
Instructors will make a reasonable attempt to have feedback on student assignments and tests to students within ten days of assignment submission/test completion. Instructors do not return graded assignments in a class when outstanding assignments are pending submission.
INTERPRETER EDUCATION PROGRAM LANGUAGE PHILOSOPHY 
Columbus State Community College's Interpreter Education Program is committed to an ASL/sign-centered philosophy. All IEP-focused interactions (including but not limited to IEP program meetings, IEP Advisory Board meetings, and IEP classroom and lab interactions) will maintain this commitment. When in the presence of people who use sign language as their primary form of communication during these interactions, all hearing IEP faculty and staff will use the language preferred by that person to communicate with one another. Students in the IEP program will make their best effort to do the same. If a non-signer is present during these interactions, an interpreter may be requested for that non-signer.

ASL COURSE LANGUAGE POLICY
Students will be introduced to a very rich visual language in ASL and will also be exposed to and educated in ASL/Deaf Culture. Henceforth, all students are to use ASL in this course. Please remember to use facial expressions, eyes, and hands to be visual when communicating! If spoken language is apparent and excessive based on the instructor’s discretion, students may be asked to leave for the remainder of the class.

RESPECTING DEAF SPACE
Learning ASL requires a foundational understanding of and an agreement to respect Deaf space. Deaf space in this class prioritizes visual access and equality. Throughout the course, you will learn how to respect Deaf

space. For example, paying attention in the Deaf space means maintaining eye contact with signers. More examples and details will be provided by your teacher.
AUDIO AND VIDEO RECORDING 
Audio-and video-recording, transmission, or distribution of class content (e.g., lectures, discussions, demonstrations, etc.) is strictly prohibited unless the course instructor has provided written permission via the syllabus or a signed form. Authorization to record extends solely to students in that particular course.
Transmitting, sharing, or distributing course content onto public, commercial, or social media sites is strictly prohibited.

RESPECTFUL LEARNING ENVIRONMENT 
It is important that we create a learning environment free of distractions. Please turn off ALL cell phones and other electronic devices during class. Texting during class is unacceptable! If an emergency text or call is necessary, students may excuse themselves from the classroom. Personal laptop/notebooks used in class must be used for classroom purposes only and may not become a disruption or distraction to other students. This includes having them charged; there are not enough outlets for everyone to plug in.
USE OF BLACKBOARD AND YOUR EMAIL ACCOUNT 
Always use your CSCC email account to contact your instructor. The instructor will use Blackboard to post grades, communicate with students via email, provide course materials for students, and to post the course schedule and activity due dates. Students must print their own copies of course materials and have them in class on the assigned due dates. Course materials may not be copied or used in any way for use in non-CSCC related activities without the express written permission of CSCC. Students must check their email, and the Blackboard Announcements, Course Calendar and Tasks regularly for important course information. ATTENDANCE
Attendance is critical to the educational experience in the classroom as well as your success in ASL. Students are encouraged to be on time and stay for the entire class. Learning ASL requires active engagement with the language in a classroom or real-world environment. If there is an emergency and a student cannot attend class, they should let the instructor know via email before the absence. It is the student’s responsibility to contact a classmate to find out about missed work. It is also a good idea to check the Blackboard. Remember that there are no make-up tests, quizzes, or finals.

PHYSICAL CONTACT IN IEP CLASSES
Courses in the Interpreting Education Program may necessitate physical contact between students and/or instructors. This contact may include demonstrating culturally appropriate attention-getting behaviors, modeling deaf-blind communication, and/or remediating students' sign production, etc.
STUDENT RESPONSIBILITY TO ACCESS INFORMATION
The Interpreter Education Program goes to great lengths to offer opportunities to its students to access important information related to the college, program, and to individual student needs. There are many ways that deadlines, reminders and announcements are communicated: posted outside the IEP lab (UN 245), in many classrooms, on Blackboard or sent to your CSCC email account. Also, the CSCC website (www.CSCC.edu) has important information about registration, fee deadlines, etc. In all cases noted above, it is your responsibility, as a student, to access information from one or more of the multiple sources. Stay informed.
