INTERPRETER EDUCATION PROGRAM LANGUAGE PHILOSOPHY
Columbus State Community College's Interpreter Education Program is committed to an ASL/sign-centered philosophy. All IEP-focused interactions (including but not limited to IEP program meetings, IEP Advisory Board meetings, and IEP classroom and lab interactions) will maintain this commitment. When in the presence of people who use sign language as their primary form of communication during these interactions, all hearing IEP faculty and staff will use the language preferred by that person to communicate with one another. Students in the IEP program will make their best effort to do the same. If a non-signer is present during these interactions, an interpreter may be requested for that non-signer.
COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course provides in-depth information on interpreting in K-12 educational settings. Students explore the linguistic, psychosocial and cognitive developmental needs of diverse Deaf and Hard of Hearing children along with common classroom discourse patterns and demands unique to K-12 environments. During this exploration, they consider past and present legislation and best practices associated with K-12 interpreting. Emphasis is placed on understanding the work of K-12 interpreters within the context of the larger educational system and establishing conditions that foster more equitable and inclusive learning environments for diverse Deaf and Hard of Hearing students.

1. Analyze linguistic, psychosocial and cognitive developmental issues as they impact the holistic educational needs of diverse Deaf and Hard of Hearing students (understanding child developmental needs).
2. Demonstrate effective strategies for fostering optimum accessibility, inclusivity and equity in interpreted education (understanding the educational environment).

3. Produce effective interpretations of K-12 topics for diverse students that demonstrate consideration of a variety of Individualized Education Program goals.
4. Explain past and present laws, policies, best practices, and diverse stakeholder perspectives as they relate to educational interpreting (professionalism for educational interpreters).

METHODS FOR EVALUATIONS DESCRIPTIONS STORYBOOK INTERPRETATION
This is a partnered project. To begin our semester, we will be discussing encouraging and supporting literacy for Deaf children. Towards this end, you will interpret the reading of a storybook by your partner and vice versa. You will receive your storybook assignment by the first week of class and have some time to analyze and prepare for this interpretation during class as well. As the reader, you will be graded on your use of appropriate affect as well as your ability to demonstrate attention to a pre-assigned learning outcome related to the book. As the interpreter, you will record your interpretation with attention to this same learning outcome. You will submit a reflection on

your work (as the interpreter) using the information we learn in class about supporting literacy for Deaf children.
NOTE ON GRADING: This reflection will not be graded but must be thoroughly and thoughtfully completed to receive a passing grade. If a thorough and thoughtful reflection is not submitted on time, the student’s grade may be lowered by up to 25% (at the discretion of the instructor).
CLASSROOM SIMULATION TEACH A UNIT
Your task is to create and facilitate a lesson designed to demonstrate challenges common to a particular educational environment. You will be assigned a partner in this process. You and your partner will be assigned a grade level and a subject area. You will work together to select a common core topic appropriate to the grade/subject you are assigned. You will each develop a lesson related to that topic - each lesson will include both a review of a topic and an introduction to a new topic. Each lesson should intentionally include demands common to the grade level and subject assigned to you. You should consider the common core standards for that class and grade level when developing the lesson. You will work with your partner (the interpreter) to give them a basic overview of what you will be doing, but DO NOT tailor this lesson to the interpreter. Teach a mainstream class. Your lesson plan needs to be approved by the instructor prior to the date of delivery. You will not be graded on your ability to teach, so don’t worry too much about that
piece. The goal here is to think about how teachers develop lesson plans to allow you more insight into what a teacher might be thinking. Understanding thought worlds is of critical importance for interpreters, as we already know!
INTERPRET A UNIT (and recommendations)
You will be interpreting for one of your classmate’s lessons (see “Teach a Unit” above). This will require that you prepare for the assignment by conferencing with the “teacher” and doing appropriate preparatory research. During the interpretation, you will demonstrate your ability to apply the relevant strategies discussed in class to foster accessibility, comprehensibility and equity. After the interpretation, you will assess and reflect on your own work by providing recommendations for yourself that focus on improving the quality of your interpretation.


QUIZZES
You will take several quizzes over the course of the semester. Note that quizzes may relate to class content, readings, videos, OR preparation you should be engaging in prior to your interpretations. Quizzes may be unannounced or posted in advance on the schedule, and cannot be made up (if you know you will miss a quiz/class, contact your instructor prior to the date). All quizzes are weighted equally.
HOMEWORK (& SPECIALIZED TERMINOLOGY JOURNAL)
Students will be asked to complete a variety of types of homework in preparation for each class meeting (which may include: watching videos, assigned readings, written responses, signed or spoken work, etc.). Completion of homework assignments is your opportunity to practice various skills and concepts before class and is necessary to fully participate in class discussion

(remember that we hold children’s education in our hands and our preparation is part of what determines a child’s success). Additionally, students will participate in assignments aimed to develop our knowledge of specialized terminology in this field, our use and scope of pre-assignment controls, our ability to use various resources, and ideally expand our lexicon related to the various terminology used in the K-12 setting.


Thoughtful completion and participation of all homework assignments is required, however your instructor will assess certain assignments more thoroughly for a grade (these assignments will be submitted to the instructor and are marked on the schedule). If a student has many incomplete or unsubmitted assignments, a possible deduction to the overall homework grade could occur (at the discretion of the teacher).




FINAL INTERPRETATION
Your final interpretation in this course will be an application of the various theories, concepts, and skills we practice throughout the semester. This interpretation should reflect your understanding of the unique demands of the K-12 environment and incorporate a variety of controls we, as educational interpreters, are likely to utilize in this environment. This interpretation will be performed live on GoReact.

INSTRUCTOR FEEDBACK
Instructors will make a reasonable attempt to give feedback on student assignments and tests to students within
one week of assignment submission/test completion. Instructors do not return graded assignments in a class
when there are outstanding assignments pending submission.

4. Student engagement and participation are expected during each class. We have so much to gain from listening to one another - your thoughts and ideas are valued.

FINANCIAL AID ATTENDANCE REPORTING

PLAGIARISM
Plagiarism, such as borrowing passages or whole documents from the Internet or presenting another author’s actual words, ideas, organization, or conclusion as one’s own, will not be tolerated. Students who borrow another writer’s material must document their sources accordingly. Students who present as their own the material written by others will be reported to the Dean and penalized. Because the penalty is severe, ranging from a zero for the assignment to a failing grade for the course to academic dismissal, all students should avoid the slightest hint that they have used borrowed material without giving credit.


ACADEMIC MISCONDUCT POLICY
A student alleged to have violated any provision of Policy 7-10(E)(2)(a) will be so informed by the instructor of record of the course in which the violation allegedly occurred. The student has 5 business days to respond to this allegation and either admit or deny responsibility. The instructor must provide a full report of the incident, including the date, time, place and nature of the alleged violation, and any documents or statements of witnesses relative to the alleged misconduct to the Dean of Student Life or designee. A confidential record will be created for the student pursuant to the Federal Education Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) and will be kept in the Office of the Dean of Student Life to track potential future violations.


If the student admits responsibility for the violation or does not respond to the instructor within 5 business days, the instructor may issue an “E” grade for the assignment during which the misconduct occurred. If the student accepts this sanction, the matter is considered resolved. The instructor must report this result to the Dean of Student Life.


If the student does not admit responsibility, does not accept the sanction of an “E” grade for the assignment, or the instructor recommends a sanction greater than receiving and “E” for the assignment, the alleged violation is referred to the student conduct process for resolution. The Dean of Student Life will determine if the alleged violation may warrant suspension or expulsion, in which case the matter will be referred to the Student Conduct Committee Procedure 7-10(G)(5). If the alleged violation does not warrant suspension or expulsion, it will be resolved through a disciplinary hearing with a conduct officer.


ASSESSMENT
Columbus State Community College is committed to assessment (measurement) of student achievement of academic outcomes. This process addresses the issues of what you need to learn in your program of study and if you are learning what you need to learn. The assessment program at Columbus State has four specific and interrelated purposes: (1) to improve student academic achievements; (2) to improve teaching strategies; (3) to document successes and identify opportunities for program improvement; (4) to provide evidence for institutional effectiveness. In class you are assessed and graded on your achievement of the outcomes for this course. You may also be required to participate in broader assessment activities.
