Description of Course: This course allows students to examine and practice the unique knowledge, skills, and qualities important for effective work in a variety of specialized interpreting situations. Students explore the implications of each specialization to the field and to full equality for Deaf and Hard of Hearing communities. They also critically assess their preparedness for work in each of these situations and create a plan for furthering their development in a selected specialty area.

1. Demonstrate interpreting strategies that effectively address demands common to a variety of specialized interpreting situations
2. Analyze current sociopolitical issues related to various specialized interpreting situations
3. Assess preparedness to work in a variety of specialized interpreting situations
4. Design a plan for developing expertise in one specialty area

Students will interpret two monologues (one in sign and one in English) that prioritize attention to atypical language usage and needs. Self-assessments will not receive a grade but will be required to receive a grade on the interpretations.
Test: DeafBlind Interpretation
Students will interpret a communicative event that prioritizes interpreting modifications learned such as attention to making visual elements of the event accessible and adjusting spoken

information accordingly. Self-assessment will not receive a grade but will be required. If a student does not complete a self-assessment by the self-assessment due date, 30 percentage points will be deducted from their final test grade.

Students in the IEP program will make their best effort to do the same. If a non-signer is present during these interactions, an interpreter may be requested for that non-signer.
