Course Description:
This course explores both expressive and receptive aspects of fingerspelling in a communicative context. Appropriate usage of such things as lexicalized fingerspelling, abbreviations, and the grammatical importance of fingerspelling are discussed.

· Students will understand the cognitive process used when producing and comprehending finger spelled words or phrases.
· Students will improve fingerspelling clarity and speed.
· Students will apply context clues to better understand finger spelled words.
· Students will be able to fingerspell using appropriate ergonomic techniques.
