ASSESSMENT

STANDARDS AND METHODS FOR EVALUATION

Section Tests – Students will complete written and online comprehensive review examinations in various areas of radiography.  Section mocks may be repeated until a minimum score of 80% is achieved with a 3-attempt limit. 
Please see remediation requirements under individual section mocks below.

Final Exam Mock Registry will be taken in a proctored environment.

Mock Registry Exam – At a minimum, the student must score of at least 85% on the Mock Registry. There is a two-attempt limit for the mock registry. 

Individual section mocks- At a minimum, the student must score at least 80%.  The maximum number of exams per section will be 3; the student will receive a 0% on that section if not passed by the 3rd try. After the 2nd attempt of not passing with an 80%, the student will be required to do remediation before the 3rd attempt can be attempted. 
Remediation requirements:
	For all missed questions, the student must:
1. Write (not type) the question
2. State the correct answer
3. State where the correct answer can be found (textbook with page#, PowerPoint slide#, etc). The use of the Internet is not allowed.
4. State the rationale for why the incorrect answer was chosen (stating, “I didn’t know the answer” is not acceptable. Why do you not know the answer?)
After completion, the student will turn in the remediation, and the instructor will let the student know if a 3rd attempt can be completed.

Section mocks will be timed and proctored.

RadReview Easy- You will make section-specific quizzes to take on RadReview easy.  A screenshot will be taken of the grade and sent to me.  A minimum of 80% on each section is required, so the student may need to take multiple quizzes to meet the standard.

Blackboard Assignments- all section assignments in Blackboard must be completed with a minimum of 80%. Multiple attempts are allowed to meet the standard.

LATE ASSIGNMENTS

CELL PHONE USE
Cell phone use is not permitted during class. Cell phones must be silenced and put away during class. If there is an emergency and you may need to use your phone, please inform me beforehand. Any student using their cell phone without permission will be asked to leave class and will be considered absent from class.

Any student with their cell phone out during a quiz, test or exam, will be given a zero.

ATTENDANCE POLICY
Students are expected to be punctual and attend all class sessions. Students are expected to attend and be engaged in all class activities. Each class missed will need to be made up with an additional assignment assigned by the instructor. The following policy applies regardless of the reason for absence, i.e., illness, hospitalization, death in the family, or otherwise.  

Students who anticipate missing an exam may be given the opportunity to take the exam early with no penalty.   

Students who miss a class are responsible for contacting the instructor as soon as possible to receive hand-outs or course information that was missed or to arrange a make-up exam.

Make-up-exam policy: Make-up exams taken within 7 days after the class session in which they are scheduled are subject to a 10% reduction in score for that exam, and the Exam content may vary from the original exam.  Exams taken 8-14 days late will be subject to a 15% score reduction for that exam.  After 14 days, the Exam will be scored 0.

WITHDRAWAL FROM COURSE
If you decide to drop this course, you must do so officially. Failure to withdraw officially from a course will result in a failing grade recorded on your transcript. Schedule Adjustment Forms are available from the Counseling/Advising Center or the Registration Office.

Students who miss a class because of weather-related problems with the class being held as scheduled are responsible for reading and other assignments as indicated in the syllabus.  If a laboratory or examination is missed, contact me as soon as possible to determine how to make up the missed exam or lab.  Remember!  It is the student’s responsibility to keep up with reading and other assignments when a scheduled class does not meet, whatever the reason.

FINANCIAL AID ATTENDANCE REPORTING
