Complete all Homework Assignments. These may include online test questions and take-home written assignments. Additionally, homework assignments will include preparing a resumé and responding to job interview questions. These must be completed with a 75% or better grade.

Completed all Image Review Exercises. Students will be assigned images to review and critique in class. To receive a satisfactory grade for this course, each assignment must be completed with a 75% or better grade. 

Participation in Guest Lectures. Guest lectures present a variety of topics. Student participation in these is documented by completing a Guest Lecture report.
