COURSE TITLE: Digital Audio Recording & Production

PREREQUISITES: IMM-1500

DESCRIPTION OF COURSE: 
IMM 1510 is designed to develop an understanding of the relationship of audio production to various related media including multimedia and internet streaming (Podcasting). Sound design and the creation and recording of audio assets are stressed. The course is structured around editing in a non-linear environment and the associated standard digital editing practices. Students will learn how to utilize a digital audio workstation and field recording devices in a typical production environment.


COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES: 
· Understand the role of mass media in the process of communication.
· Gain a firm understanding of audio production techniques.
· Learn professional techniques in audio recording.
· Gain an understanding of the dynamic link between audio and video projects.
· Write and interpret audio broadcast scripts for television, radio and podcasting.
· Learn, use, and define audio production terminology.
· Develop an understanding of documentary for audio.
· Gain an appreciation for the process of creating podcasts.
· Demonstrate understanding by creating multiple audio projects.

· Understand the purpose and interrelationship among design, scripting, and software. 
· Be able to evaluate the strengths and weaknesses of project design including storyboarding,
diagramming, flowcharting, and brand relevance.
