COURSE TITLE: Digital Video Production II
CREDITS: 3 
CLASS HOURS PER WEEK: 2 lecture, 2 lab 			PREREQUISITES: IMM 1500

DESCRIPTION OF COURSE: 
IMM 1520 provides students with a comprehensive overlook and advanced application of the production process. Students will analyze specific genres; write an appropriate script for the genre, storyboard, and produce a genre-focused video in a collaborative setting. In addition to genre storytelling, students will learn the proper audio and video aesthetics using a single camera for telling a specific story. Image capture and editing at a digital workstation will be highlighted. Students will also be responsible for using graphic elements in the video as well as creating a promo aimed at a specific target audience.

COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES:
1. Be able to tell a story in a specific genre and in a single camera mindset.
2. Develop an understanding of Independent Video.
3. Demonstrate camera skills in lighting and cinematography.
4. Use sound and sound editing to enhance video projects.
5. Identify a target audience and market for that audience.
6. Identify video and production terminology for digital production.
7. Understand the principles of the production process.
8. Select appropriate takes for inclusion into the timeline.
9. Identify how media affect common culture.
10. Stream and import video for web productions
11. Score a final version of the project.

STANDARDS AND METHODS FOR EVALUATION
1. Article Responses (200 points) – For weeks 2-11, students will turn in weekly written responses to a news article they have read that pertain to the video/audio/media industry. The article responses should display critical thinking about how the topic of the article may or may not affect their industry and their future career. Each response will be worth 20 points and may be submitted late for partial credit.
2. Healthy Living PSA (200 points) – Students will create a 60 second PSA focusing on the concept “Healthy Living.” This PSA will focus on action not dialogue and will follow a three act structure. You will be graded on visual aesthetics of action shots and adherence to the three act structure.
3. Dialogue Scene (200 points) – Students will script, record, and edit a dialogue scene involving two or more actors on-camera. Students will be graded on the employment of camera action and focal lengths, as well as audio quality and file output quality. Editing will be graded on continuity cutting principles (did you establish and reestablish as needed, did you use cuts always as needed, did you not jump the axis). Sound will be graded on the overall sound quality and microphone placement.
4. Short Instructional Video (400 pts) – Students will produce a 3-6 minute genre instructional video for a topic pre-approved by the instructor. The students will write the script, shoot, edit, add additional audio, compress the video. Students will be graded on video and audio principles covered in class.


Generic Video Requirements: All instructional video ideas will go through a script review. This review will ensure that the script is meaningful in nature and in good taste. Students should aim for a PG/PG-13 rating. If a script is deemed to not fit the requirements, the student will be asked to rewrite the script. You cannot move from one phase of production to the next if the previous phase is not completed. Example: You will not shoot (enter production) until all pre-production is finished.
