COURSE TITLE: Advanced Video Editing / Adobe Premiere
CREDITS: 3 
CLASS HOURS PER WEEK: 2 lecture, 2 lab 			PREREQUISITES: IMM 1510

DESCRIPTION OF COURSE: 

IMM 2520 provides students with an overview of advanced video storytelling. Students will write appropriate scripts for a client, storyboard, and produce a professional video that has relevance to the local area or non-profit organization. In addition to advanced storytelling, students will learn the proper video and audio aesthetics for telling the story: interviewing, developing a narrative from footage, framing shots, framing, steadicam movement, costumes, casting, acquiring assets. Image capture/digitizing, editing at a digital workstation, and high-definition video will be highlighted.

COURSE STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES:
1. Understand the role of documentary and corporate media.
2. Gain a firm understanding of the elements of a corporate/documentary video.
3. Develop an understanding of interview staging.
4. Demonstrate camera skills in lighting and cinematography.
5. Use sound and sound editing to enhance video projects.
6. Identify a client and market for that client.
7. Identify video and production terminology for digital production.
8. Understand the principles of the production process.
9. Select appropriate B-roll and interview footage for inclusion into the timeline.
10. Create appropriate titles and graphic elements.
11. Stream and import video for web productions
12. Score a final version of the project.
13. Demonstrate understanding of production skills by completing projects.

· Be able to evaluate the strengths and weaknesses of project design including storyboarding,
diagramming, flowcharting, and brand relevance.

Students should aim for a PG/PG-13 rating. If a script is deemed to not fit the requirements, the student will be asked to rewrite the script. You cannot move from one phase of production to the next if the previous phase is not completed. Example: You will not shoot (enter production) until all pre-production is finished.
