DESCRIPTION OF COURSE:

IMM 2802 offers supervised, on-the-job application of knowledge and skills acquired in the classroom.  The seminar course is the academic component to the internship where students demonstrate and communicate their practicum learning through graded assignments, projects, and a final presentation.
