DESCRIPTION OF COURSE:

IMM 2902 explores the application of business knowledge to specific areas of on-the-job practicum experience. The internship program provides students with an opportunity to apply textbook and classroom theories and concepts to real world business situations.   The practicum course will also provide the student with the opportunity to have their skills and abilities evaluated and further developed by a practicing professional in the field.  Minimum hour requirement: 105 hours by end of the semester.

• Identify the importance of interactive media strategy in the real-world environment.
• Distinguish the different interactive media architecture that companies employ and make recommendations for improvement.

• Articulate accomplishments and challenges effectively with the mentor to gauge performance and understand tasks.
